Sheikh Dr. Muhammad bin Hamad Al Thani holds the position of Director of the Department of Non-
communicable Disease Prevention Programs at the Ministry of Public Health. He also works as an
Associate Professor in Clinical Healthcare Policy and Research at Weill Cornell Medical College, an
affiliate of Qatar Foundation for Education, Science and Community Development, as well as at the
College of Medicine, Qatar University. He also lectures at many institutions such as Hamad Medical
Corporation, Primary Health Care Corporation and other therapeutic, educational and academic

institutions.

Sheikh Dr. Al Thani completed his secondary school in the schools of the State of Qatar and came first in
high school. He was distinguished in science, mathematics and various literary subjects. He later joined
the Faculty of Medicine at Cairo University and obtained a bachelor's degree in medicine and surgery in
1998. He then returned to Qatar to work as an internal physician in various departments of Hamad

General Hospital.

His ambition led him to enter the Arab Board program in community medicine where he obtained a
fellowship in community medicine in 2006. He then joined as a consultant in the National Health
Authority. After hard work and distinguished diligence, he was assigned to the Public Health Department
in 2008, where he restructured the department, created new sections, employed distinguished
competencies, and developed programs and action plans in all areas of public health, including health
prevention, protection and promotion, communicable diseases, non-communicable diseases, food
safety, environmental health and scientific research and studies. He also contributed to the
development of legislation and laws related to public health, and developed programs to protect
individual, family and community health in Qatar in coordination with WHO and regional and
international partners. He further led awareness campaigns in the community to improve citizen health
and prolong life and developed the First Qatar Public Health Strategy 2017-2022 within the National

Health Strategy.

Meanwhile, Sheikh Dr. Al Thani obtained a fellowship from the School of Public Health in London in
2010. This program is an accredited scientific and practical program that focuses on practical and
professional development. It includes in-depth research into public health issues and broad skill

one of the most prestigious business schools in Europe.

He also conducted many scientific studies and research, including more than 60 papers published in
various scientific journals that are pioneers in the fields of public health and medical care. He won local

and international awards in the field of public health.

Sheikh Dr. Muhammad bin Hamad Al Thani represented the State of Qatar in the Gulf Health Council
and was an advisor and head of several committees in the WHO and the League of Arab States. He also
chaired and was a member in many national committees, including the National Preventive Health
Committee. He chaired the Public Health Strategy Implementation Committee and was a member of the
National Health Care Committee and the Public Health Committee. He also participated with the
National Leader in chairing the National Health Promotion Committee in the State of Qatar. Currently,
he is participating in the formulation of the National Health Strategy 2023-2030 and manages non-

communicable disease prevention programs at the Ministry of Public Health.
