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The General Census of Population, Housing and Establishments 2020 is one of the most important statistical projects in the National
Planning Council (NPC). It is conducted at least once every ten years and whenever necessary (according to the Council of Ministers’

resolution).

The 2020 Census based mainly on the administrative records of various government agencies in the State, which represent the source
bodies for census data. 2020 Census represents a quantum leap in conducting censuses, in line with international statistical
development and global trends that urges countries to use administrative records in statistical processes and the production of
indicators and statistical data in real time.

Objectives

The Census Atlas mainly aims to analyze the results of the General Census of Population, Housing and Establishments
2020, and interpret such results and compare them with those of previous censuses. As well, it is also intended to display
and showcase the census results to the recipients in a very simplified and easy-to-understand form through the use of the
latest GIS technologies in drawing and displaying statistical topics in the Atlas by following the best practices of outputs
presentation in the form of maps, graphs and statistical textual analytics that explain the topics of 2020 Census Atlas.
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Introduction

The Census Atlas consists of the data derived from the results of the 2020 Census, as well as the data of previous years censuses. Data will be
portrayed in an easy-to-understand fashion through this Mini Atlas, which is a continuation of the series of atlases issued by the National Planning
Council. It shall include thematic maps, graphs and some tables for the results of the 2020 Census, along with map keys. This mini atlas contains 35
topics for the outputs of Qatar Census 2020.

The topics were presented in four main sections, starting with the First Section that deals with the administrative setup of the State of Qatar, which
took into account the location of the State of Qatar in regions and the world, as well as the administrative boundaries of the 2020 census blocks. This
is followed by the Second Section that deals with issues related to urbanization and population gatherings, their growth in the state and comparing
them to the results of previous censuses in addition to the types of buildings and establishments. The Third Section deals with the characteristics of
housing units and households in Qatar, which include the size, distribution, concentration, and types of housing units, and the distribution, average size
of households, and other indicators. As for the Fourth Section, the characteristics of the population are presented in 15 themes. These population

indicators are the population density and concentration, age groups, sex ratio, growth rate, participation in the labor force, and finally the educational
level 2020.
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Doha Area

41.7% of Qatari settlement is concentrated in Doha and its surrounding areas, it is housing by approximately 1200
populations (Census 2020). It has witnessed tremendous growth to the tune of more than five-fold in the past
four decades. Situated halfway along the east coast of the Qatar peninsula Doha is the main city which now
includes Al Rayyan, Umm Slal and Lusail, now forming a conurbation with Doha. The old settlements in Doha date
back to 1681 having traditional Arabic houses and Sougs (markets). Al Qubib Masjid is the oldest in the area.
Fanar, the distinctive curled minaret is one of the Qatar's most iconic buildings in Doha Souq area. Today the area
is a blend of most modern architectural buildings like the Museum of Islamic Art (MIA), National Museum of
Qatar, Doha Skyline, the Pearl Island and many more sites, besides many hyper malls, shopping complexes and
smart cities developed like Lusail. Msheireb Downtown Doha (MDD) is the world’s first sustainable downtown.

Doha is the administrative, commercial and cultural hub of Qatar providing modern amenities while at the same time
preserving its heritage. The area houses the main government and semi-government establishment, educational and
health institutions, banking and commercial institutions besides many other important establishments of national
and international significance.
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Administrative boundary
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Qatar's Administrative Map 2020

The State of Qatar is divided into eight municipalities as shown on the map in different colors. Each municipality
is also divided into zones to complete the planning process. The zones are numbered from 1to 98 as shown on the
map. However, there are currently 91 zones only as the zones numbered 8, 9, 59, 87, 88, 89 are reserve zones (do
not exist at present). Zones 10 and 11 have been merged together within the boundaries of zone 12.

Doha is the State's capital city, and the hub of most economic, social, cultural and diplomatic activities. Most of the
government agencies and main facilities are located there.
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Land Cover Map of Qatar

The land-cover map reflects the physical (biological) dimension of the land surface as it provides spatial information
about different categories of land cover, e.g. urbanization, farms, forests, shrubs, arid lands, etc.

The Land Cover Classification System for the State of Qatar follows the methodology of the Land Cover Classification
System based on information available through satellite imagery. The map shows that the area falls under different
categories of land cover as indicated on the map legend. 82.06% of the land still falls under the category of uninhabited
land, while the built lands constitute 10.18% of total land area. 3.67% of total land area falls under the category of
farms, while green areas (Rawdha) constitute 2.06% of total land area.
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Qatar Land use Map 2020

Qatar Land use map portrays a generalized land use pattern that existed at the time of census 2020. The Greater
Doha area has been zoomed to show better clarity of land use distribution having most concentration of built-up
area in the country. The international standard land use categories are customized to meet the statistical data needs
and thus a much generalized land use is drawn at land parcel level using the Census Buildings and Census Blocks level
information available from Qatar Census 2020. Satellite images and other relevant Geospatial information available
for that period are also taken into consideration in delineating some of the land use categories.

As seen over the map and also listed in the land use table, vast area of the country falls under the category barren
that lies vacant with sand, sand dunes and scanty vegetation. The vacant developed land category is the second
largest constituting about 8% of the total Qatar main land area. The categories belonging to farms and garden areas
and under roads and infrastructure share 10.3% each. The area under residential uses and that falling under
establishments, industrial, commercial and business uses share about 4% of the total land area. Doha, Al Rayyan,
Umm Slal, Al Wakra and Al Khor are the main areas developed for the residential, administrative and business
purposes. The industrial areas are well defined in Doha - Al Rayyan, Raslaffan, Mesaieed and Dukhan areas as seen
over the map.
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Settlement Distribution
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Urban Distribution

The following building distribution map is based on the available topographic data of the Center for Geographic
Information Systems (CGIS) in the Ministry of Municipality. The urban zones in the leatest aerial photograph for
State of Qatar are marked with red symbols. They reflect the pattern of distribution and concentration of urban
communities in the country.

The main urban communities are concentrated in Doha and Al Rayyan, which quickly spread later to the outer zones,
including Al Wakra, Umm Salal, Al Daayen, Al Khor and Al Sheehaniya. You can also observe urban communities in
Mesaieed, Dukhan, Ras Laffan and Al Shamal. A group of important urban communities have been formed in recent
years, that include zones in Ras Laffan and Al Khor.

The completed buildings in Municipalities of Doha, Al Rayyan, Al Khor and Al Thakhira constitute 93.9%, 93.2% and
95.4%, respectively, total of completed buildings at the level of those municipalities. Whereas, the buildings under
construction in the municipalities of, Al Daayen, Al Wakra, Umm Salal, Al Shamal, Al Rayyan constitute 18.3%, 12.5%,
84%, 7.7% and 5.8%, respectively out of the total buildings under construction at the level of those municipalities.
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Density of Census Buildings

The map shows the density of buildings, which is calculated as the total number of census buildings per square
kilometer in each census block according to Census 2020. The density of buildings is calculated by grouping them into
seven categories, including the census blocks that do not contain buildings.

Through the map legend, we notice a large spatial disparity in the density of census buildings from one zone to
another. The decametric mapping method has been used in calculating the density of census buildings in maps, in
addition to analyzing geographical statistics to ensure obtaining clear information as shown on these maps.

The Inverted Distance Weighting (IDW) method provided in the geostatistical analysis in ArcGIS 10 is used for a
more realistic view of the density of census buildings. It shows clearly the concentration of density patterns from high
to low zones.
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Change in Building Concentration During the Period 1986-2020

The following map shows the change in building concentration at the level of zones in the state censuses implemented
in the years 1986, 1997, 2004, 2010, and 2020.

These four maps and the magnified parts therefrom show a clear change in building concentration during the period
1986-2020, and the gradient in the map legend shows the levels of building concentration from top to bottom.

The number of buildings has more than tripled, amounting to about 204,000 buildings during the period 1986-2020.
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Distribution of Buildings by Their Use

The map shows the distribution of census buildings classified by their uses for residential and commercial purposes.
The buildings used for both purposes (residential - commercial/administrative), amounting to 2,308, have been
merged into the category of establishment buildings for mapping purpose. The data has been collected at the zone
level and are illustrated by gradient and circles for each zone as shown in the map legend.

According to the results of Census 2020, the census buildings that have been classified as residential buildings
account for 163,311 buildings (80.03%), while 34,501 buildings (1691%) have been classified as establishment
buildings. The establishment buildings are limited to the industrial and commercial zones in Doha and Al Rayyan, and
a large percentage of the buildings outside the Greater Doha also belong to the establishment buildings. The majority
of buildings used for residential purposes are concentrated in Doha, Al Rayyan, Al Wakra, Umm Salal, Al Khor and Al
Sheehaniya. The table shows the distribution of buildings by their use in each municipality, according to Census 2020.
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Types of Residential Buildings

The map shows the distribution of residential buildings by their type at the zone level. According to Census 2020, the
residential buildings were classified into different types based on the structure and construction of each residential
building. For the purpose of mapping, they are presented according to their different categories: villas/palaces,
traditional/Arab houses, multi-storey buildings (residential tower/residential building) and buildings of other types.
The gradient at the zone level shows the number of residential buildings in each zone as shown in the map legend. The
circles drawn divided into sectors of different colors, represent the share of residential buildings in each zone.

75.32% of the residential buildings in the country are classified as villas and palaces, while 14.64% of the buildings are
classified as traditional and Arab houses. Multi-storey buildings and residential buildings account for 5.71%, and villas
are spread all over the country, mainly in Doha, Al Rayyan and Al Wakra. There are also traditional and Arab houses
in mixed zones. Most of the multi-storey buildings are concentrated in Doha, while there are other types of buildings
in various zones of the state.
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Types of Establishment Buildings

The following map shows the distribution of establishment buildings at the zone level. The gradient in each zone
represents the number of establishment buildings as shown in the map legend. The circles drawn and divided into
sectors in each zone represent the share of each type of establishment building as shown in the map legend.

Livestock and plantation crops buildings occupy around 26.56% of total establishment buildings in the country. A
large number of farms and ranches (Ezbaa) are also located within the establishment buildings. They are further
widespread in remote zones with larger concentration in the northern parts of the state.
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Completed Buildings by Storey
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Buildings by Number of Storeys

The map shows the distribution of census buildings by number of storeys. The gradient represents the total number
of census buildings in each zone as shown in the map legend. The columns proportional to each zone represent the
share of buildings classified by the number of stories.

94% of the completed buildings in the country have one or two storeys, while the three- storeys buildings constitute
5.96% of total buildings and are mainly concentrated in Doha. In the zones outside Doha and Al Rayyan, the majority
of census buildings are one- storey buildings.

The map shows the distribution of completed residential buildings by the number of housing units in each of them.
The gradient represents the distribution of completed residential buildings at the zone level as shown in the map
legend. The pie chart drawn at the level of the zone and divided into three sectors show the completed residential
buildings that contain 0-3 housing unit, buildings that contain 4-6 housing units and buildings that contain 7 or more
housing units in each of them.

The following map shows the distribution of housing units by type in each zone, according to the data of Census
2020. The graphs for each zone show the number of housing units by type, and the gradient background represents
the total number of housing units in each zone, as indicated by the map legend.

Of the 404,000 housing units in the country, 53.07% fall under the apartment category. The villa category
constitutes 31.23% of total housing units, while the percentage of traditional and Arab houses and the elderly homes
decreased to about 4.89%. The apartments dominate the majority of the housing units in Doha, followed by the villa
category and others. Villas and apartments make up the majority of housing units in Al Rayyan, while villas make up
the majority of housing units in Al Daayen and Al Wakra. Most of the housing units in Al Rayyan fall in the category
of traditional and Arab houses.
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Use of Housing Units

The following map shows the distribution of housing units by nature of use at the zone level. The drawn circles,
divided into sectors, show the share of Qatari and non-Qatari households and small and large labor gatherings, as
indicated by the map legend. Closed and vacant housing units also constitute a large proportion, as shown on the
map. The gradient also reflects the total housing units in each zone, as indicated in the map legend. This helps in
better explaining the issue of the use of housing units along with the number of housing units in each zone.

In the country as a whole, 57.43% of the housing units are used for housing purposes by households, while 17.4% of
the housing units are occupied by small and large labor gatherings. The percentage of housing units for households
increases in Al Rayyan, the outskirts of Doha, Umm Salal, Al Dhaa'yin and Al Wakra. The high percentage of housing
units occupied by labor gatherings is limited to the industrial and peripheral areas of Al Wakra, Al Kharrara, Al
Ghuwayriyah and Al Khor.

The following map shows the distribution of housing units occupied by households. The data of Census 2020 at the
zone level, through gradient, shows the number of houses for households. The dark color indicates more concentra-
tion as shown in the map legend, while the circles drawn and divided into sectors in each zone indicate the share of
both Qatari and non-Qatari households.

More than half of total the housing units fall under the category of Qatari and non-Qatari household use. The
housing units occupied by households in Al Rayyan municipality constitute 71% of total housing units in the
municipality at the time of Census 2020.

The following map shows the distribution of housing units occupied by large and small labor gatherings at the zone
level. The gradient indicates the range and location of housing units for small and large labor gatherings, as shown in
the map legend. The circles drawn and divided into sectors in each zone show the share of each of the large and small
gatherings of the total number of housing units.

Small and large labor gatherings occupy more than 17% of total housing units in the country. This percentage varies
greatly from one zone to another in the industrial and commercial zones, such as Old Doha 25, the Industrial Area
57, Area 56, Area 55, Ras Laffan and other zones located in remote areas.

The map shows the percentage of households by household size at the zone level, based on the data of Census 2020.
The columns drawn for each zone and divided into sectors represent the share of households in each size as shown
in the map legend.

The households of 1-3 members make up 35.22% of total households in the country, whereas the households of 4-6
members make up 39% of total households in the country, as shown in the graph. The zones in Umm Slal, part of Al
Rayyan, Al Daayen and the outskirts of Doha show a large number of individuals living in large households.
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Average Household Size

The following map shows the average household size in each zone according to the results of Census 2020, which
was calculated by dividing the total number of household members by the number of households in each zone. To
clarify the distribution, gradients and graphic circles are used, as shown in the map legend.

The average household size in the country as a whole varies between 7 to 9 members. In 4 zones (49, 77, 81, 96), the
household size recorded the highest value for the number of individuals with more than 10 individuals, while the
average household size was recorded in a number of zones in Old Doha (3, 4, 6, 7) and the urban expansion zones
(61, 63, 66, 69) ranging between 1 to 3 individuals, while the average household size in most zones of Doha Munici-
pality and a number of zones in the municipalities of Al Wakra, Umm Slal, Al Khor, Al Thakhira and Al Sheehaniya
ranged between 4 to 6 individuals.
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Households by Municipality 1986 - 2020
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Households During the Years 1986 - 2020

The following map shows the number of households according to the 1986, 1997, 2004, 2010, 2020 censuses in each
zone, which were represented by color gradient columns. Wherever there has been a change in the administrative
boundaries, the graphs have been modified accordingly. The background of the map shows the number of households
in each zone according to Census 2020, in color gradient as shown in the map legend.

The number of households in the country has increased five times, from 49,783 in 1986 to 281136 in 2020, an
increase of 134,000 households from Census 2010. The zones of Al Rayyan, Umm Salal, the outskirts of Doha, Al
Wakra and Al Khor have shown a significant increase in the number of households during this period.

Population Distribution in Dots

The dot map of population distribution of the State of Qatar shows the geographical distribution of the population
in the country as per the results of the 2020 Census data, where each dot on the map represents an average of 100
people at the census block level. The number of dots in each census block was calculated by dividing the total
population in each census block by 100. In addition, the drawing technique was applied by showing the populated
areas using public lands data. This method is limited to placing dots on inhabited areas only and without the
uninhabited areas.

The results of the General Census of Population of the State of Qatar in 2020 indicate that its population has
reached 2.84 million. Qatar's population distribution is highly of concentrated nature, as seen from the distribution
of dots on the map, as about 96% of the population occupies only 18% of the area. The population is primarily
concentrated in areas infrastructurally developed, few coastal areas and in areas located along the main roads.
Doha, Al Rayyan, Al Wakra, Mesaieed, Al Khor, Al Shamal and Dukhan are among the most populated areas. A
vast area in the countryside is uninhabited resulting in very sparse distribution of population, as is clear from the
distribution of dots on the map.
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Population Density

The map shows the population density at the census block level as per the results of 2020 Census. The population
density was calculated as the ratio of the geographical area to the population in the census block, typically expressed
as the number of persons per km2. Towards more realistic depiction of facts, area's public lands were used as ancillary
information. The land use layer was thus overlaid allowing the population density shown only for inhibited areas. The
inset map drawn using the Inverse Distance Weighted (IDW) interpolation available in the geostatistical analysis in
ArcGIS Pro tool shows a more realistic picture of population density. The density patterns of areas with higher and
less population concentration are clearly observed.

Qatar's overall population density is merely 245 people per km2. It is noted that there is a great disparity in population
density at the district-level. Density is considered high in Doha, and areas of industrial and commercial activities such
as the Industrial Area (57), with a very high population density of more than 51,000 persons in Zone 14, while the
population density in some rural areas is less than one person per km2. Moreover, 4 out of 99 areas are completely
uninhabited.

There are 19 populated areas with a density of more than 10,000 people per km2, compared to 11 areas with a density
of more than 5,000 people per km2, in addition to 20 areas with a density of more than 1,000 people per km2. There
are 15 areas whose density ranges between 1000-100 people per km2, and the density of the rest of the areas varies
between 90 -0 people per km2.

In general, high-density areas are located in the municipalities of Doha and Al-Rayyan, moderate-to-high-density
areas are located in Umm Salal, Al Daayen and Al-Wakra, and moderate-density areas are located in Mesaieed,
Dukhan, Al-Shamal, Umm Al-Amad, Al-Kharaitiyat, and Al-Wukair.

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Intercensal changes in Population 1986 -2020
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Intercensal change in Population by Zone 1986-2020

The four maps show the change in population between censuses at the district level in the periods (1986-1997),
(1997-2004) (2004-2010) and (2010-2020). This was calculated by the percentage of population increase or
decrease between censuses for each district, then grouped into 7 categories that represent the increase or decrease
as shown in the map legend.

The total increase in Qatar's population amounted to 414 and 42.5 percent, respectively, in the two periods
(1986-1997) and (1997-2004). During the period (2004-2010), the population of Qatar has more than doubled, with
an increase of 128.4%, compared to an increase of more than two-thirds (67.5%) in the last period (2010-2020).
However, at the level of the interior zones, significant differences in population change were observed, with many
zones showing a significant increase in population, while others showed a significant decrease due to various reasons.
If we compare the population in the years 2020 and 1986, it becomes clear that more than two thirds of zones (74
out of 99 zones) witnessed an increase in the population ranging from about 20% in the “Al Najada / Barahat Al
Fujairy / Fereej Al Asmakh” zones to nearly 2258% in the Al Thumama district. However, 15 other zones showed a
decrease ranging from 2% in the Doha International Airport (Zone 48) to 100% in three areas: Doha Port (19), Al
Dafna (60) and Lekhwair (62). If we compare the decline in the population during the periods (1986-1997)
(1997-2004) (2004-2010) and (2010-2020), it becomes clear that most of the zones that recorded a decrease are
located in Doha and Old Rayyan, where demolition of buildings was carried out for developmental purposes.
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Growth of Population 1986-2020

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Annual Population Growth Rate 1986 - 2020

The following map shows the average annual population growth rate during the period (1986 - 2020) at the zone
level. The shades in the background also represent the increase or decrease in the average annual growth rate of the
population as per the legend. A set of columns has been drawn for each zone depending on the total population in the
zone during the Census period 1986 — 2020.

In general, Qatar recorded an annual population growth rate of 6.2% during the period between 1986 - 2020. The
period (2004 - 2010) recorded the highest annual growth rate of 14.8%, representing the maximum growth during
the comparison period.

Ten zones recorded a population growth rate above 10% during the period (1986 - 2020); namely Zone 46, 47, 56, 57,
61, 70, 82, 91, 95 and 96. There are 23 zones whose annual growth rate ranged between 10-5%, while 31 zones
recorded an annual growth rate ranged 2-5%. On the contrary, 15 zones showed a negative growth rate during the
same period, and most of these zones are located in Old Doha, where major reconstruction works took place. The
graph show the growth rate during the period 1986 — 2020.
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Distribution of Male and Female
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Population: Males and Females

The map shows the distribution of males and females by zone as per 2020 Census data. The proportional circles
drawn for each zone, which were further divided into sectors, represent the percentage of male and female
population share.

Males represent nearly three quarters (71.48%) of the total population in the country as whole. It is a common
phenomenon among GCC States in general due to the high percentage of the expatriate workforce. Within the
country, there is a great discrepancy in the distribution of the ratio of males and females. Exceptionally, there are five
zones where the number of females exceeds the number of males in the 2020 census; namely: Duhail (30), Onaiza
(65), Al Markhiya (67), Jelaiah / Al Tarfa / Jeryan Nejaima (68) and Rumaila (21). Males and females are equal in area
64. On the contrary, there are seven zones where there are no female population. There are 12 zones which had male
proportion above 90%, whereas another 12 zones have male proportion ranging between 80 and 90%. Majority of
zones with expatriate workforce have a high ratio of males. The male to female ratio is somewhat balanced in zones
with a high concentration of Qatari population, namely the zones located on the outskirts of Doha, Al Rayyan, Umm
Salal and Al Wakra.
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Sex Ratio

The following map shows the gender ratio at the zone-level according to the results of 2020 Census. The sex ratio is
defined as the number of males per 100 females, which was calculated at the zone-level as shown in the map legend
and shaded in colors. The proportional columns plotted for each zone show the percentage of male and female
population share in the zone.

As per Census 2020, Qatar's overall sex ratio reached 251 males per 100 females. Although it is a high sex ratio as
males are more than double the females, it has decreased compared to 310 according to the results of Census 2010,
and remains higher than the sex ratio in the three previous censuses (2004, 1986 and 1997,) with sex ratio of about
200.

At the zone-level, it was noted that there are significant differences in the sex ratio. There are seven zones in which
there are no female population. In 11 zones, the sex ratio is more than 1,000 males per 100 females, with the highest
sex ratio is found in Zone 49 with a value of 745,003, meaning that there are 3 females compared to 2,235 males in
this zone. It is interesting that there are 4 zones (No. 30, 65, 67 and 68) in which females slightly outnumbered males.
Further, Al-Rumailah (Zone 21) has a sex ratio of only 8, meaning that there are 1,835 females compared to only 146
males.
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Population by Age Groups
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Population by Age Groups
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Population by Broad Age Groups, 2020

The map shows the population distribution by selected age groups (0-14, 15-29, 30-64 and 65 years and over) at the
zone level. The color scale shows the concentration of the population in a particular age group at the zone level as
shown in the map legend.

The younger population group (0-14 years) is concentrated in the areas of Doha, Al Rayyan, Umm Salal and Al Khor,
which it is a broad category. Likewise, these percentages are equal for the elderly group (65 years and over) in zones
where the local population is large. The population is concentrated in the two age groups (15-29 years) and (30-64
years) in the Industrial Area in Zones 57, Zone 75 in the Al Khor Municipality, and Zone 82 in the Al Shahaniya
Municipality, due to expatriate workers.

At the state level, there is a noticeable discrepancy at the level of age groups in favor of the youth group (15-29),
which represents about a quarter of the population (24.63%), Compared to about two-thirds of the population
(58.36%) of the population in the other productive age group (30-64). However, children and early adolescence (0-14
years) and the elderly (65 years and over) age groups represent about 15.79% and 1.22%, respectively.

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Population aged 15 years and above

The map shows the distribution of the population aged (15 years and above) at the zone-level according to the results
of Census 2020. The colored map shows the residents of the zone (15 years and above) in shades of different colors
as shown in the map legend. The darker color indicates a higher concentration of this group's population in Qatar. The
proportional symbols in each zone indicate the size of the population aged (15 years and above), according to the map
legend. In general, there are more than 84% of the country's population within this age-group. This percentage varies
from one zone to another, with 40 zones located above the general average of the state and 9 zones containing only
the population of (15 years and above). In addition, the percentage of females aged (15 years and above) in all zones
was lower when compared with males. In general, it is noted that the percentage of females aged (15 years and above)
is 7290% of the total number of females in the country compared to males, which is 88.73% in the same age group
for the total number of males in the country. Zones with industrial and commercial activities and areas located in
remote areas contain a higher proportion of the population aged (15 years and above).
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Education Level in 2020

The map shows the distribution of the educated population (10 years and above) by their educational levels, as per
the data of 2020 Census at the zone-level. The proportional circles divided into sectors represent share of
learners' participation in the educational levels as shown in the map legend. The background color shows the
zone-wise concentration of the population (10 years and above).

The Primary and Pre-primary education category constituted about 26.58% of literates in Qatar. The municipalities
of Doha and Al Rayyan represented the largest proportion of this category with 39% and 26%, respectively. While
the Preparatory and Secondary education category constituted the largest share of the educated population in
Qatar; 43.06%, while the percentage of the educated population for the University and above category was 30.36%.
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Average Economically Active Population Per Household

The following map shows the distribution of the average economically active individuals in each household in Qatar
at the zone-level, according to the data of Census 2020. The average was calculated by dividing the number of
economically active individuals in households by the total number of households in the zone. The proportional symbols
show the rate of economically active individuals in each zone as shown in the legend. Further, the background colors
of the zones also represent the total number of households, where the darker color indicates a higher concentration
of households and vice versa.

The number of economically active individuals was 2,052,796 people living in 281,136 households in Qatar at the time
of Census 2020. The general average of the state was about 7.3 active individuals per households. It varies greatly at
the zone-level, with 31 zones ranges above the general average of the state, of which 27 zones have more than 6
economically active members per households. Al Shamal and Al Sheehaniya have the most economically active
individuals.
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Labor Force Participation

The map depicts the distribution of the population (15 years and above) in relation to labor force by zone, as per the
data of Census 2020. Proportional circles were drawn in each zone and each circle was divided into one main sector
representing the economically active population and three other sectors consisting of the economically inactive
population such as students, homemakers, others (those unable to work, retirees and those who are not seeking
employment). The entire population of the zones (15 years and above) was represented in a color gradient drawing
style in the background of the map. The map legend shows the distribution pattern, with darker color indicating a
higher concentration of labor force participation.

According to the data of Census 2020, about 85.65% of the population falls within the category of the economically
active labor force and 14.35% of the population is economically inactive, with 5.81% representing the percentage of
full-time students and 6.87% for full-time homeworkers. The percentage of the economically active population is
highest in zones with industrial activities and in outside urban areas where the percentage of students and
homeworkers is low. Students and homeworkers constitute a significant proportion in Doha and Al Rayyan. The
number of economically active people has nearly doubled since the 2010 census.

Employed Population by Occupation
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Employed Population by Occupation

The map shows the share of the employed population (15 years and above) belonging to different occupation groups.
According to the data of Census 2020, occupations were grouped into 10 main categories, showing on the map as
follows:

Category 1: Legislators, Senior officials and managers
Category 2: Professionals

Category 3: Technicians and Associate Professionals
Category 4: Clerks

Category 5: Service and Shop Workers

Category 6: Skilled Agricultural and Fishery Workers
Category 7: Craft and Related Trade workers

Category 8: Plant and Machine Operators and Assemblers
Category 9: Elementary Occupations

Category 10: Others

Nearly half of the employed population falls into Categories which includes: Service and sales workers; Skilled
agricultural, forestry and fishery workers; Craft and related trades workers; Plant and machine operators and
assemblers. At the level of municipalities, Doha Municipality occupies the highest percentage with 46%, followed by
Al Rayyan Municipality with 22%. It is followed by Category which includes Elementary occupations with 31%.

Employed Population by Major Economic Sectors
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Employed Population by Major Economic Sectors

The map shows the percentage of workers by major economic sectors, according to Census 2020. Circles in each
zone, which are divided into sectors, represent the share of the employed population in the major economic sectors,
which includes the government sector, government establishments / companies, the private and mixed sector, the
diplomatic / international sector, the domestic sector, and others that include NGOs.

The private sector accounts for more than three quarters of the employed population in Qatar. 48% of the workers
in the private sector are residents of Doha Municipality. The domestic sector is considered an important sector,
constituting 8% of the employed population. The highest percentage of workers in the domestic sector is from the
residents of Al Rayyan municipality, at 44% of the employed population in this sector. The percentage of the
employed population in the government sector and public establishments is 11%, and the highest percentage by
municipalities for this sector is in Al Rayyan Municipality, at 39% of employees in the government sector, government
establishments and companies.
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Disabled Population by Type of Disability

The following map shows the distribution of types of disabilities among the population reported with disabilities at
the time of 2020 Census on the municipal level. A disabled person is defined in the Census as someone with one or
more of the following types of disabilities: blindness, deafness, muteness, amputation of a limb, mental retardation,
etc. Furthermore, the types of disabilities were also classified into “people with some difficulty’, “people with a lot of
difficulty’, and “people who cannot do at all”. For the purposes of mapping, the types of disabilities are classified by
municipality as shown on the map into 8 categories, as the color shades indicate the extent to which the population's
disabilities are concentrated according to the map's legend. The proportional stacked bars in each municipality show
the share of disabilities in the disabled population, classified by type of disability associated with vision, hearing,
speech, movement and mobility, memory and focus, self-care, comprehension and communication, among other
difficulties.

At the time of the 2020 Census, there were 18,360 persons with disabilities, constituting 0.6% of the total
population. Mobility difficulties account for about one-fifth of the total difficulties, followed by memory and focus,
then by difficulties related to vision, hearing, comprehension and communication, speech and self-care. The concentra-
tion of people with disabilities is observed in Al Rayyan, Doha Municipality, Al Wakra, Umm Salal, Al Daayen, Al Khor
and Al Thakhira, Al Sheehaniya and Al Shamal Municipality, respectively.
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
