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The number of households according to censuses of 1986, 1997,
2004 and 2010 in each zone is represented through differently
colored bars in this map. Wherever there are changes in
administrative boundaries for statistical units the figures are
recasted accordingly. In the background, the number of
households as per 2010 census is also shown for each zone by
different shades as per the legend of the map.

The number of households has almost tripled in the country from
49,783 in 1986 to 146,707 in 2010. The zones in Al Rayan, Umm
Slal, outer Doha, Al Wakra and Al Khor have shown quite
significant increase in the number of households during this
period. The sharp increase in the number of households can be
seen in Zones 46, 61, 81, 41, 44, 70, 66, 56, 31,43, 63, 13,55,
51, mainly after 2004 Census.

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The average household size in each zone is depicted in this map
according to the Census 2010. It is calculated by dividing total
household population by the total number of households in the
zone. The two methods of choropleth and proportionate symbol
have been used to portray the distribution as per the legend.

The country as a whole has the average household size ranging
between 5 and 6. It is more than 7 in twelve zones that mainly
include zones from Al Rayyan, Outer Doha, Umm Slal and Al
Wakra area. Further in thirty zones it ranges between 5 and 7
persons. The average household size is less than two in eight
zones whereas majority of zones in the country has an average
family size ranging between 2 and 4 persons. In old Doha and
among zones falling outside urban areas, the average household
size is relatively lower. It ranges between 4 and 5 in Al Khor,
Mesaieed and Al Shamal whereas in Dukhan and Ras Laffan it
falls between 3 and 4.

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According to 2010 Census average household size in the country
is a little above five. More than one-third households of the
country fall in the category of households having 6 or more
members in each family. In categories of family size ranging from
1 to 5 members, the proportion of households varies between 11
to 16 percent of the total households in the country as a whole,
as shown in the diagram. Areas belonging to Umm Slal, part of Al
Rayyan, Al Dayyan and outer Doha have shown higher proportion
of households with bigger family size. Most of these areas
dominate in local population. Areas dominated by expatriate
families have got majority of households falling in the group of less
than 3-4 members.
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This map shows the average number of persons living in a room
occupied by households. It is calculated as ratio between number
of rooms available and number of persons living in households at
zone level. The average number of persons per room thus
calculated at zone level is represented through color shades and
proportionate symbols drawn at zone level, based on the Census
2010.

The country average is calculated as 1.1 persons per room. There
is not much variation in the average number of persons per room
at the zone or municipality level. However, at the census block
level it varies greatly revealing the local variations in the
distribution. There are fifteen blocks with more than an average of
5 persons per room whereas in 800 census blocks it ranges
between 2 and 4 persons. In 346 blocks this average is just one
or below. Most of the zones falling in the outside areas and zones
in old Doha area have higher average number of persons per
room in a family/ household.
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The proportion of households by type of housing units they
belong to is depicted in this map at zone level. The circle drawn
for each zone is divided into sectors reflecting the share of
households belonging to a particular housing unit type as
categorized and explained in the legend of the map. In the
background, the color shades of zones indicate the concentration
of households referring to the legend of the map.

As seen, most of the households (37 %) in the country belong to
flats or apartments. This is closely followed by households living in
villa type houses sharing 34 percent of the total households. The
households in Arabic/, or popular/ elderly type houses constitute
about 15 percent of the total households. At the zone level,
significant variations in the distribution of households by different
type of housing units can be clearly seen. Majority of households
in old Doha area live in flats and apartments, whereas villas form a
significant proportion in Mesaieed and Dukhan. The popular and
elderly house types and villas dominate in the most populated
zones of Al Rayyan, Al Wakra, Umm Slal and Al Khor.

At the municipality level, majority (53%) of the households in Doha
live in flats or apartments whereas the majority of the households
of Al Rayyan, Al Wakra, Umm Slal, Al Khor and Al Daayen
municipalities belong to Villas. A little less than three-fourth of the
households of Al Shamal live in Arabic/Public/Elderly houses.

This map shows the zone level distribution of households based
on the tenure type as per census 2010 results. The color shades
given to zones indicate the concentration of households as
referred to the legend. The circles drawn for each zone are
divided into sectors representing the share of households by each
tenure type as grouped and shown in the legend of the map.

In the country as a whole more than half (58%) of the households
live in rented houses whereas 21 percent belong to the category
of owned houses. Area wise, majority of the zones belonging to
Umm Slal, Al Daayen and highly populated zones in Al Rayyan
and few zones in outer Doha have more than half of the
households have owner occupied dwellings. In majority of zones
in Doha this percentage is about one tenth where the rented type
households are in overwhelming majority.

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This map shows the proportion of households living in owned
housing units at Zone level as per the census 2010 results. The
color map shows the distribution of households with owner
occupancy by zone according to the legend of the map. The
sector cut in each circle drawn at zone level represents the share
of households living in their own house. It is worth mentioning
here that a significant proportion of households in the country live
in government or company provided accommodations.
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At the country level, 21% of the households live in owned houses.
At zone level this percentage varies from zero to hundred.
Notably, in 15 zones more than half of the total households live in
- owned houses mostly in Umm Slal, Al Dayyan, Al Khor and less
populated zones of Al Rayyan municipality. In another 18 zones it
ranges between 25 and 50 whereas in 34 zones it is less than 2
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This map represents the usage of computer and internet
technology among the Non-Qatari households as per the census
2010 results aggregated at zone level. The color shades of zones
highlight the distribution of Non-Qatari households, darker shades
referring to more number of expatriate households and vice versa.
Three bars drawn for each zone compare the proportion of
Non-Qatari households using computer and internet at the time of
census 2010.

At the country level more than 87 percent of the expatriate
households use computer which is 3 percent less than the Qatari
households. In case of internet uses 81 percent of the Non-Qatari
households have internet access which is slightly less as
compared to Qatari households. There is not much variation
found at zone level distribution of these indicators as clearly seen
over the map. The following diagram shows the proportion of
Non-Qatari households as per selected ICT indicators.
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The population dot distribution map of Qatar shows the
geographic distribution of population in the country as per the
2010 Census results. Each dot represents average fifty persons
placed at census block level. The number of dots in each census
block is calculated dividing the total population of the census
block by fifty. The dasymetric mapping technique was applied
using general land use of the area as ancillary information. The
technique restricted the placement of dots to populated areas
only leaving aside the unpopulated areas. Further the method of
Inverse Distance Weighing (IDW), available in GeoStatistical
Analyst in ArcGIS 10 is used to have more realistic visualization of
population distribution as depicted in the inset map. The areas of
high to low population concentration are clearly seen.

Qatar Census 2010 counted the total population of the country as
1.7 million. The distribution of population in the country is highly of
concentrated nature, as seen from the distribution of dots in the
map. More than 80 to 90 percent of population lives in just ten to
fifteen percent of the total geographic area of the country. The
distribution of population has primarily been confined to the areas
well developed in infrastructure, few coastal areas and areas
along major transport routes. Among the most populated areas
Doha and Al Rayyan, Umm Slal, Al Wakra, Mesaieed, Al Khor and
Ras Laffan, Al Shamal and Dukhan are important. A vast area in
the outside areas is uninhabited resulting sparse to very sparse
distribution of population.
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The map shows the distribution of population at zone level as per
the Census 2010 results. The zones have been shaded based on
their population size category as described in the legend. Also the
zone population is represented by proportionate circles drawn for
each following the scale given in the legend.

Towards more realistic depiction of facts, general land use of the

The inset map has been drawn using the method
Ummehat Oweingl of Inverse Distance Weighing (IDW), available in GeoStatistical
Analyst in ArcGIS 10 to have more realistic visualization of
population densities. The density patterns of high to low areas of
population concentration are clearly seen.
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The overall population density of the country is calculated as 147
persons per square kilometer. There are greater variation in
population density noted at census block level. In some pockets
in Doha area and areas dominated in industrial and commercial
activities such as Industrial area in Zone 57 and Ras Laffan area in
Zone 75 have very high population density in the range of above
20 thousand whereas, in contrast, most of the census blocks in
the country side has an average population density of less than
one person per square kilometer. Also out of 4345 census blocks
1003 have no population at all. Of the 3342 populated census
blocks sixteen have recorded a density of more than 100
thousand whereas another 148 blocks fall in the range between
50 and 100 thousand and 340 blocks having a population density
of 25 to 50 thousands persons per sq.km. Most of these blocks
are inhabited by small and large labor gatherings in the country. In
other areas, moderate to high density is noted in Al Wakra, Umm
Slal and Al Khor areas besides a moderate density areas seen in
Mesaieed, Dukhan, Al Shamal, Umm Al Amad, Al Khuratiyat, Al
Khattiya and Al Wukair areas.
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Population Density 1986, 1997, 2004 & 2010
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Four maps drawn in this map plate represent the population
density for the census years 1986, 1997, 2004 and 2010. The
population density at zone level is calculated as ratio of population
to geographic area in sg. km. A common legend has been used
to depict the density of population at zone level for each census
year.

The changing pattern of density of population from one census to
other is clearly reflected from these maps. The areas in outer
Doha, Al Rayyan Umm Slal, Al Khor and Ras Laffan have become
more and more dense from one census to other. The old Doha
area density has more or less remained the same except in case
of some of the zones experiencing demolishment for new
construction showing a decrease in density of population. Vast
area in the country side has not shown any notable change in
population density during these years except the areas developed
for residential, industrial and commercial purposes mainly
including Ras Laffan, Al Dayyan, Zone 80 and 81 in Rayyan and Al
Wukair area of Al Wakra municipality.
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These four population dot distribution maps represent the ——+————— e

changing concentration of population as per the census data for
the years 1986, 1997, 2004 and 2010. Number of dots for each
census block is calculated dividing the total population of the
block by 50. Thus each dot representing average 50 persons is
placed randomly by the system at the census block level. The
non- built-up areas are excluded from distribution following the
dasymetric techniques of mapping where by using the general
land use information of the country as ancillary layer, the
distribution of dots is restricted only to built-up areas.
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The changing concentration of population over the past censuses
of 1986 to 2010 is clearly revealed through these four maps. The
populated areas have over the years become more populated
whereas some new areas have also emerged as significant from
population distribution point of view. Some populated areas being \\
demolished for other activities, especially in old Doha areas, have
shown a decreasing concentration of population. Overall
distribution of population in the country is yet of a very
concentrated nature where vast geographic area still remains
uninhabited. The Lorenz curves drawn for each year clearly reveal
the fact.
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Intercensal Changes in Population 1986- 2010
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The intercensal changes in population at zone level for the
intercensal periods of 1986-1997, 1997-2004 and 2004-2010 are
shown in these four maps. It is calculated as the percentage
increase or decrease in population between the two censuses for
each zone and grouped into seven ranges representing positive
and negative changes as shown by a common legend.

The overall increase in the population of the country was to the
tune of 41.4 and 42.5 percent respectively during the intercensal
periods of 1986-1997 and 1997-2004. During the period 2004-
2010 the population of Qatar has more than doubled registering
an overall increase of 128.4 percent. However, at the local area
level there observed significant variations in the changes of
population where many of the zones showing extremes of
population increase whereas others showing quite a notable
decrease owing to different reasons. If compared the population
in 2010 with that of 1986, out of 90 zones more than two-thirds
have shown an increase in population ranging from 5 to more
than 1000 percent in some cases. However, more zones have
shown a decrease in population if compared between 2004 and
2010 and 1986-1997. Most of the zones recording a decrease
belong to Doha and old Rayyan area where significant demolition
activity has taken place for the new development.
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The map shows zone level population as per the census results of
1986, 1997, 2004 and 2010. Four bars drawn for each zone
represent the population of the zone for these census years in
order. The shades in the background represent the population
density in 2010 as described in the legend.

The population of Qatar has increased more than 350 percent
during 1986-2010 which is noticed much faster after 2004. The
population increase during the period 1986- 2004 was to the tune
of 101.6 percent. The growth during 2004 and 2010 has thus
been unprecedented due to all round development the country
has been experiencing in various fields. The growth of population
has however varies much from zone to zone. The zones with
industrial and commercial activities like Zone 57 and Zone 75
have shown the maximum growth. Many zones in Al Rayyan,
Umm Slal, Al Khor and in the fringe areas of Doha municipality
have more than doubled their population during this period while
on the other hand many zones in old Doha have registered a
decrease. The decrease can mostly be attributed to the
demolition of buildings in old Doha area for new construction and
displacement of activities such as farms or cattle shades etc in
the outside urban areas. The majority of zones, however, in the
country have recorded an increase in population during this
period.

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The average annual growth rate of population during 1986-2010
calculated at zone level is shown in this map. The color shades
represent the increase or decrease in average annual growth rate
of population according to the legend of the map. Stack bars
have also been drawn for each zone based on the total
population of the zone based on the Census 1986, 1997, 2004
and 2010.

The country as a whole has recorded an annual average growth
rate of 6.3% during 1986- 2010. The distribution of stack bars
reveals the maximum growth of population taking during past ten
years. The zones recording highest growth rate of more than 10
percent are Zones 94, 46,75, 47, 57, 81, 61, 44, 70, 66, 30, and
74. There are 22 zones having a growth rate ranging between 5
and 10 percent whereas in 29 zones it ranges between 2 and 5
percent. On the contrary, 12 zones have shown a negative growth
rate during this period; most of these belong to old Doha area
where massive reconstruction work has been taken place. The
graph and bar represent the population and its growth rate for
each zone during 1986- 2010.

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These four maps show the male and female population
distribution by selected age groups of 0-4, 5-14, 15-59 and 60+
at zone level. The concentration of population in the particular
age group at zone level is shown by color grades as per the
legend. Proportionate stacked bar representing male and female
population in the particular age group is drawn for each zone as
described in the legend.

The younger population aged 14 and below is concentrated more
in Doha, Al Rayyan, Al Wakra and Umm Slal and Al Khor areas.
The ratio of male-female population is almost equal in these age
groups as seen from the map. Also this ratio in case of population
aged 60 plus also seems the same in some of the zones
dominated by local population. The population in age group
15-59 is concentrated further to industrial area zones of 57 and
75. The males outnumber females quite significantly in this age
group as being dominated by bachelor working groups from
outside country.
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This map depicts the sex ratio at zone level as per the census
2010 results. The sex ratio is defined as the number of males per
one hundred females. The sex ratio thus calculated at zone level
is shown by color grades as per the legend. As a quantitative
representation proportioned stacked bar is also drawn for each
zone revealing the share of male and female population in the
zone.

According to the Census 2010 results the overall sex ratio for
Qatar is 310. The value for Sex ratio was around 200 in the earlier
three censuses (1986, 1997 & 2004) and thus shown an increase
of more than 100. At the zone level there are significant variations
noted in the sex ratio. There are seven zones having no female
population whereas the sex ratio is above 1000 in 12 zones with
the maximum being in zone 57 with a value of 97803.
Interestingly, there are eight zones where females marginally
outnumber males reflecting relatively low sex ratio. These are
zones 68, 30, 65,67,2, 19, 20 & 21.
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These four maps show changing pattern of sex ratio according to
the census 1986, 1997, 2004 and 2010. The sex ratio is
calculated as the number of males per one hundred females in
each zone and grouped into seven ranges made common for all
the four years. The maps are then shaded as per the common
legend. Zones with no female population are shaded separately.

The overall sex ratio in the country has been fluctuating over these
years mainly on account of varying nature of in-migrant workforce
from one year to other. It was 205 in 1986 which fall down to 191
as per 1997 Census and again increased to 200 males per 100
females in 2004. It has further gone quite significantly to 310 in
2010 due to heavy influx of expatriate bachelor workers. At zone
level an emerging pattern of decreasing sex ratio in zones falling in
outer Doha, most zones of Al Rayyan, Umm Slal and Al Wakra
can be clearly seen. This can be attributed to the higher
concentration of local population and higher income group
expatriate population. Industrially dominating zones such as
Zones 57, 75, 85, 91 and 94 and some of the zones in the rural
areas though with less population have shown an increasing trend
of sex ratio over these years.
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Changing Masculinity Ratio
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This map represents the changing masculinity ratio over the past
four censuses held in the country from 1986. This is another way

fuas of understanding the sex characteristics of population by

calculating the percentage of male population to total population
in each zone and referred to as masculinity ratio. The percent
male population in each zone is calculated for all the census years
and shown by four bars representing the masculinity ratio of zone
in the particular census year. The color shades in the background
show the high or low proportion of male population at zone level
for 2010 and helps in interpreting following the legend of the map.

In the country as a whole, the percentage of males has been
fluctuating between 65 to 67 percent during the censuses of
1986, 1997 and 2004. The proportion of males has increased
quite significantly to 75.6 percent in Census 2010. This is mainly
because of spurt in construction and infrastructure development
activities taking place in the country that has attracted large
number of bachelor working population during this period. At
zone level the masculinity ratio has increased further in zones
confined to industrial and commercial activities and housing
labourer camps and worker gathering units. The zones falling in
the outside areas and dominated in agricultural or livestock
activity also have a higher masculinity ratio throughout these
census years.
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These two maps show age pyramids drawn for each municipality
as per the 2010 Census. This map shows the age pyramids for
the total population of Qatar by municipality whereas the adjacent
map shows the age pyramids for the Qatari population distributed
at municipality level. The information about each individual’s age
collected during the census has been compiled and grouped into
seventeen groups ranging from the age group 0-4 to 80 plus by
males and females.

There are greater variations in age and sex structure of population
if studied and analysed separately for Qatari and Non-Qatari
population. The total population as a whole represents the
structure typical to the Gulf countries dominated with expatriate
population of working groups. The local population structure of
Qatar however is of quite similar to fast developing countries of
the world. As seen over these two maps the age and sex
structure differences can be clearly seen if compared between
pyramids drawn for Qatari population on the left side and for the
total population on the right side map.

According to Census 2010 more than three fourth of the total
population of the country falls in the age groups between 20 and
59. Males are significantly in excess of females in these categories
as most of the workers live here without their families. The total
population in the age groups falling below 20 years accounts for
about 17 percent whereas that in age groups 60 plus share less
than 2 percent of the total population. The percentage of young
females to the total female population is higher than that of young
males to the total male population.

According to 2010 Census, More than half of the Qatari
population belongs to the younger age groups of below 20 as
seen over the map. The population in 0-4 age group constitutes
about 15 percent of the total Qatari population whereas the
population in ages 5-9 and 10-14 share 13 percent and 11
percent population respectively. The share of the most active
population between age 15 and 64 is about 57 percent as per the
Census 2010. The elderly Qatari population in the age groups
65+ share just 3 percent of the total population.
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Population in Younger Age Groups
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These four maps show the distribution of population in younger
age groups of below 15 years at zone and census block level
according to the Census 2010. The population in age groups 0-4,
5-9 and 10-14 is shown at census block level in separate maps
by color shades following a common legend as displayed. The
fourth map on the lower left corner represents the proportion of
population aged 0-14 at census block level using color shades as
per a separate legend drawn for this map. The share of
population in each age group has also being reflected through
proportionate sectors cut in each circle drawn at zone level.

In the country as a whole, 5.3 percent of the total population
belongs to age group 0-4 as recorded at the time of Census
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Population Aged below 15 Years
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The map shows the zone level distribution of population aged
below 15 years as per the Census 2010. The choropleth map
drawn as per the legend represents the zone population below
aged 15 by different color shades darker to lighter. The darker
shades show higher concentration of younger age population in
the country. The proportionate symbols drawn for each zone also
indicate the size of population in ages below 15 referring to the
legend of the map.

The map basically refers to the distribution of younger age
population in the country which was just 14 percent of the total
population as per the Census 2010. The concentration of
population in younger age groups is restricted to selected zones
in outskirts Doha, Al Rayyan, Al Wakra, Umm Slal and Al Khor
which can be clearly seen over the map. Zones 55 and 56 have
the maximum proportion of younger population calculated as 13
and 8 percent of the younger population of the country
respectively. On the other hand, there are nine zones having no
population below aged 15 years. These are either workforce
dominating zones such as zone 57 or less populated zones in the
outside areas.
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The map shows the distribution of population aged 15 and more

Elderly Population- Aged 65 & Above
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In this map the distribution of elderly population in ages 65 and
above is shown at the zone level as per the Census 2010 resullts.
The choropleth map drawn as per the legend shows the zone
population aged 65 and more by different color shades darker to
lighter denoting higher to lower values. The proportionate symbols
drawn for each zone also indicate the size of population in ages
65 and above as per the legend.

In the country as a whole the proportion of population in ages 65
and above is less than one percent if compared to total
population. However it is much higher if calculated taking into
account only the local population. The expatriate workforce
having overwhelming share in Qatar’s population are in majority
below the age of 60. There are notable variations in the
distribution at zone level distribution. In 12 zones the proportion of
the elderly population is more than 2 percent while 38 zones fall
below the country average including 9 zones having no
population in the ages of 65 and above. Outer Doha, adjoining
zones in Al Rayyan, Umm Slal, Al Dayyan, Al Khor and Al Wakra
areas show higher number of elderly population
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These four maps show the changes in broad age group
population during 1986- 2010 at zone level. The changes in
population of four selected broad age groups during 1986-2010
is shown by color maps. The intercensal change is calculated as

falling in 20- 59. This change in population has not been positive
in all the areas as there seen significant variations at the zone level
where some zones experienced unprecedented increase in
particular age groups while in others the population in some age
groups decreased. The industrial zones have shown very high
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The map depicts the marital status of the population aged 15
years and above at zone level according to the 2010 Census. The
circles drawn for each zone are divided into sectors representing
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Registered Live Births & Deaths
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These two maps show the distribution of total registered births
and deaths in the country during 2008 to 2010 at municipality
level. This map shows the Qatari registered birth and deaths
whereas the adjacent one portrays the total registered births and
deaths that include expatriate population living in the country. The
information is based on the Vital Statistics Annual Bulletin (Births
& Deaths) published by the Qatar Statistics Authority of the State
of Qatar. The line graphs representing registered births and
deaths during 2008-2010 are drawn for each municipality. The
inset diagram refers to total births, deaths and natural increase
during the period 1984 to 2010.

The country as a whole has registered about 17 to 19 thousands
births every year from 2008 to 2010. Out of these 7 to 8 thousand
are Qatari births. The registered deaths during this period amount
to roughly to 2 thousands each year of which 650 to 700 are
Qatari registered deaths every year. At the municipal level these
figures vary quite significantly mainly on account of population
size of the municipality. The number of registered births has
constantly increasing over the years with exceptions of a few
municipalities mainly guided by the increase and decrease in
household population during the period. The number of Qatari
births taken place every year has constantly gone up from 4034 in
1986 to 7229 in 2010; almost doubled. For the country as a
whole, a significant increase in the registered births of Qatari and
non-Qatari population is noted after 2005. The ratio of Qatari and
Non-Qatari births before 2005 has been fifty-fifty. About 85
percent of the births taken place is in Doha and Al Rayyan. Other
important areas are Umm Slal, Al Dayyan, Al Wakra and Al Khor.
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In this map the distribution of population reported with one or
more degree of disability at the time of Census 2010 is shown at
zone level. A person with disability is defined in the census as one
who has one or more type of disability and is, for example, blind,
deaf and dumb, an amputee, mentally retarded etc. The type of
disability is further classified as persons with some difficulty,
persons with lots of difficulty and persons who cannot do at all.
For the purpose of mapping, the total number of disabled persons
at zone level are grouped into seven ranges for the purpose of
mapping and shaded according to the legend where the darker
shades represent more concentration of such population. Further
proportionate stack bars are drawn for each zone showing the
share of disabled population grouped as disability associated with
vision, hearing, speech, walking (movement), concentration and
self-care besides others.

At the time of Census 2010 about eight thousand population
reported having one or more form of disability which form 0.5
percent of the total population. More than one third of disabled
population fall under the category of self care and memory,
followed by movement and speech and understanding. The
higher concentration of population with special needs can be
seen in most of the zones in Al Rayyan, zones in outer Doha, Al
Wakra, Umm Slal and Al Khor.
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The literacy rate as per the Census 2010 results is shown in this
map at zone level. The data on literacy is collected for the
population aged 10 and above only. A person who can just read
and write is considered as literate. The literacy rate thus
| ‘ calculated refers to the literate population as a percentage of the
| \ total population aged 10 and above in each zone. The literacy
2 range is grouped into five categories and mapped according to
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According to the Census 2010, the country has an overall literacy
rate of 96.4 percent, very high compared to many countries in the
world. The literacy rate for male population is slightly higher
(96.6%) than that of the female population (95.8%). Small
variations at the zone level can be noticed where 5 to 10 percent
iliterates are recorded in zones falling outside urban areas. There
are 79 zones where the literacy rate is recorded above 90 percent
including five zones having hundred percent. Most of these zones
belong to Doha and Al Rayyan municipality besides Mesaieed and
Dukhan.
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The map shows the distribution of population (aged 10 years and
above) by their level of education according to the 2010 Census
at zone level. Circles drawn for each zone are divided into sectors
representing share of literates in different educational levels as
shown in the legend. The background colors given to zones
represent the concentration of population aged above 10.

About one fourth population aged 10+ (23.96%) in the country fall
in the category of read and write. This is followed by the primary

25 and secondary/ post secondary levels (22.76 % and 22.03 %

respectively).

There are 14.19 percent having university level degree and above.
The share of literates in higher levels of education has gone up
during 1986- 2010 owing to policies and development measures
taken in education sector over these years.
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Economically Active & Not Active Population
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This map shows the distribution of economically active and not
active population aged 15 and above according to Census 2010.
The color shades represent the population aged 15 plus in the
zone as described in the legend of the map. And the circles
drawn for each zone represent the share of economically active
and not active population in each zone.

In the country as a whole 86 percent population falls in the age
above 15 which is taken into account while determining the labor
force of the country. About 14 percent of the population is below
the age of 15 as per the Census 2010. Of the total population
aged 15 and above, 87 percent are reported as economically
active whereas remaining 13 percent as economically not active
that include students, housewives, disabled, unemployed not
working nor seeking for work and retired. The proportion of
economically active population has gone up significantly from the
last census held in 2004. This ratio varies from one zone to other
as seen over the map. Almost all the zones have much higher
proportion of economically active than not active population. It is
hundred percent in eight zones whereas in some other worker
dominating zones like, in old Doha area, Al Khor, Ras Laffan,
Dukahn and Mesaieed etc. it is above 80 percent. The
economically not active population (aged 15 years & above) is
good in proportion in the outer Doha, Al Rayyan, Umm Slal and Al
Wakra areas dominated by local population and expatriates living
with families.

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This map shows the distribution of economically active members
per household in the country at zone level according to the
Census 2010. The average is calculated as economically active
population of households divided by the total number of
households in the zone. The average economically active
members in each zone are thus shown by proportionate symbols
as described in the legend. The background color of zones
represents the total number of households where darker shades
indicate higher concentration of households and vice versa.
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(Geezan Al Kharee) At the time of Census 2010, there reported 358266 economically
active persons living in 146707 households of the country. The
country average thus calculated as 2.4 economically active
members per household. It has varied greatly at zone level where
37 zones fall above the country average including 20 zones with
more than 3 economically active members per household. Most
populated zones of Al Rayyan and zones of outer Doha, Umm
Slal and Al Dayyan fall in this category. There are 22 zones having
average number of economically active members per households
as 1.5 or less, belonging mainly to zones in old Doha area,
Dukhan, Mesaieed and other few zones in the outside areas.
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The map shows changes in economically active population during
1997- 2010 at zone level. The percentage change in economically
active population during 1997- 2010 is calculated for each zone
and represented by colors as explained in the legend. The
increase and decrease are clearly differentiated by separate
colors. Further proportionate bars are also drawn for each zone
representing the economically active population in 1997, 2004
and 2010 as per the scale given in the legend.

The economically active population in the country as a whole was
recorded as 285 thousands in 1997 Census which increased to
444 thousands (55.6%) in 2004. A sharp increase in the
economically active population is seen during 2004 - 2010 which
has almost tripled to 1275971, recording an increase of 187.3
percent. Barring a few cases all the zones have shown significant
increase in the economically active population, most notable
among them are industrial zones of Zone 57 and Zone 75 besides
some other zones falling in Al Rayyan, Al Wakra, Al Khor and
Umm Slal. The zones showing nominal increase or decrease in
economically active population are either those belonging to old
Doha and Al Rayyan area which has lately experienced a
significant reconstruction and development work or in the outside
areas due to displacement of some economic activities such as
Issbas (cattle shades).
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Labor Force Participation- Economically Active & Not Active Population
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The map depicts distribution of the population aged 15 years and
above in relation to labor force at the zone level according to
2010 Census. Circles drawn for each zone are divided into one
major sector representing economically active population and
other five sectors consisting of population classified as
economically not active such as students, homemakers, unable to
work, retired and not seeking work. In the background the total
zone population above the age of 15 is shown using choropleth
technique. The legend explains the distribution pattern where
darker shades represent the higher concentration of labor force
participation.

According to Census 2010 Qatar has 87% of its labor force that is
economically active and remaining 13 percent as economically
not active. The not economically active group comprises of
students (4.6%), housewives (7%), retired persons (0.6%), unable
to work (0.3%), not seeking work (0.4%) and others (0.2%). At the
zone level, there is not much deviation from the national average.
The economically active population proportion is highest in the
zones with industrial activities and in outside urban areas where
the proportion of students and housewives is less. The students
and housewives are significant in proportion in outer Doha, Al
Rayyan, Al Wakra and Umm Slal areas. The ratio of economically
active population continued to rise from 1997 Census and noted
almost threefold increase in economically active population during
2004 and 2010. The proportion of most of the categories of
economically not active population has declined during this
period.
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This map shows labor force participation of economically active
population at zone level according to the Census 2010. The
number of economically active population in each zone is
represented by color shades as described in the legend. The
darker shades clearly reflect the concentration of economically
active population in the country. Circles drawn for each zone are
divided into sectors representing the share of employed and paid
trainees, unemployed worked before and unemployed never
worked before.

Of the total 1.27 million economically active population in the
country 99.56 percent are in the category of employed including
0.6 percent of paid trainees. Thus a very meager proportion (less
than 1%) of the economically active population is in the categories
of unemployed worked and never worked before. At zone level
also there is no significant variation as regards the share of
different categories of economically active population. The
distribution of total economically active population do vary
significantly from one zone to other and ranges from minimum 2
in zone 19 to the maximum 261141 in zone 57. Zones with higher
concentration of economically active population fall in areas
belonging to Al Rayyan, Outer Doha, Umm Slal, Dukhan, Al Khor,
Al Wakra and Mesaieed.
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The map shows the distribution of male population aged 15 years
and above in relation to labor force according to Census 2010 at
the zone level. The color shades of zones represent total male
population aged 15 as described in the legend. Further circles are
drawn for each zone and cut into sectors displaying the
proportion of males aged 15 and above according to their labor
force participation grouped as employed persons, students,
unable to work and others.

Out of total 1.16 million males aged above 15, about 96 percent
are reported as economically active. The second largest group is
of male students with about 3 percent share. The remaining 2
was Abu Funias - percent belong to the other categories of not economically active
544l males. The situation at the municipality level does not vary
Al Wakra significantly from that of the national average. As seen over the
map, the distribution of males aged 15 and above is concentrated
to a few zones as seen over the map. There are five zones each
having more than 50 thousands males aged 15 plus, including
more than 100 thousand in zones of industrial significance namely
zone 57 (261025) and zone 75 (125791).

Of the total 1270183 employed population in the country at the
time of Census 2010, about 40 percent are engaged in
construction activity alone. Next category with 11.2 percent
belongs to wholesale and retail trade and repair. This is closely

followed by the activities of

household category with 10. 4

percent of the total employed population.

As seen at zone level, most of the construction, wholesale and
retail trade activities and public administration activities are
concentrated in Doha and Al Rayyan areas whereas the northern
half of the country has some notable agricultural activities. A
significant proportion of employed population in Doha industrial
area, Al Wakra, Mesaieed, Dukhan and Umm Bab belongs to the
category Il which includes mining and quarrying, manufacturing

and electricity and gas.
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Qatar: Employed Population by Major Categories of Occupation during 1997 - 2010
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The map shows the distribution of the resident (Non-Qatari)
population by the duration of their residence in the country as per
the 2010 Census details. The data on duration of residence is
broadly grouped into five ranges as shown in the legend. The
share of each range is shown by cutting the circle into sectors for
each zone. The background colors of zones represent the
concentration of the expatriate population in the country as per
the legend.

A little more than half of the country’s resident population is
reported as living for less than two years. This ratio varies from
zone to zone and is recorded relatively high in almost all the zones
with 23 zones falling above the country average. It is below 35
percent in another 23 zones in the country. A quick glance at the
distribution reflects that the duration of residence is lower in the
industrial zones as well as other zones in rural areas. Interestingly,
a significant proportion of the resident population in the old Doha
area belongs to the categories of longer duration of residence (10
years and above).The share of the resident population in the
groups 3 to 4 and 5 to 9 years is computed as 19.4 percent and
16 percent respectively. Only 6 percent of the resident population
falls in the category of 10 to 14 years of residence whereas 8.4
percent of residents have been living in the country for more than
15 years as reported at the time of Census 2010. At the
municipality level the proportion of expatriate population living for
shorter duration of residence are seen more in Al Khor, Al Wakra
and Al Dayyan.
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Qatari Population Indicators

Sex Ratio

Sex ratio is defined as the number of males per 100 females in a population. As per the Census 2010 results, the sex ratio of the Qatari population is
almost 99. The overall sex ratio has been declining as revealed from the result of past three censuses. The sex ratio was 100.6 in 1997 which slightly
decreased to 100.5 in 2004 and further notably to 98.7 (about 99 males per 100 females) in 2010. The decrease in sex ratio is observed more in higher
age groups of 50 and above. A ratio of less than 100 indicates that the females have outnumbered the males in a Zone. There are 27 zones recording
the sex ratio as above 100.

Employed Population

The map shows proportion of Qatari employed population to total and further the ratio of male and female employed at zone level. Only the population
aged 15 and above is considered to reveal this ratio of economically active and in-active population. According to the Census 2010 a little more than half
(51%) Qatari population aged 15 and over is reported as economically active.

Employed Population by Sectors

The employed population is classified based on the sector of the establishment to which they belong to as given in the table. The Government sector
attracts a lion share (73%) of the Qatari employed population with male and female ratio of 71 and 77 percent respectively. The participation in the
Diplomatic/International and Household sectors are almost negligible.

Employed Population by Occupation
The occupations are conveniently classified in to five categories for the purpose of mapping and analysis. The broad categories are as shown on the
map:

About 37 percent of the Qatari employed population is engaged in occupation grouped under Category 1, the percentage of female employed population
being much higher (53%) compared to males (29%). The percentage of Qatari employed population engaged in the elementary occupations is the
minimum.

Literacy & Educational Levels
For the evaluation of educational attainment, the population aged above 10 years alone is considered. The overall literacy rate of Qatari population
recorded in 2010 is 95.6 percent. The literacy rate for male is slightly higher than females.

Almost 34 percent of the Qatari population (Aged 10+) has attained Primary and Preparatory level of education whereas 20 percent of the population
attained university level of education, as per the Census 2010. The proportion of female population (22.75%) is higher compared to the percentage of
male population (17.7%) attaining the university level of education.

Qatari Households Computer & Internet Usages

This map represents the usage of computer and internet technology among the Qatari households as per the Census 2010 results aggregated at zone
level. The color shades of zones highlight the distribution of Qatari households, darker shades referring to more number of Qatari households and vice
versa. Three bars drawn for each zone compare the proportion of Qatari households using computer and internet at the time of Census 2010.

At the country level more than 90 percent of the Qatari households use computer while the percentage of internet users varies between 80 and 90
percent. There is not much variation at zone level distribution with few zones in Al Rayyan having relatively lower percentage of households using
computer and internet. The following diagram shows the proportion of Qatari households as per selected ICT indicators.

Movement of Qatari Population by Zone

The map represents migration of Qatari population from one zone to other. The information is based on the question asked during the Census 2010 on
the birth place of a person. Based on the location of birth place falling inside or outside the zone of current residence a matrix of persons moving in or
out from the zone is generated. Accordingly, the data is mapped using stacked bars drawn for each zone as detailed in the legend. The zones are also
shaded by colors reflecting the concentration of Qatari households at zone level.

As reported during the Census 2010, nearly one hundred thousand Qatari population is not born in the place of enumeration and thus reflecting move-
ment from one place to other. The total inter-zone movement calculated using the gain-loss matrix is around seventy thousands. The overall gain and
loss in the zone population is distinguished over the map by blue and red shades of the stack bar. As seen, most of the zones in old Doha area and zones
in outside developed areas in the country have shown a loss in population. The gaining zones mainly belong to outer Doha, Al Rayyan, Umm Slal and Al
Wakra areas.

In & Out Movement of Qatari Population by Selected Areas

These two map plates on the left and right side represent the in and out migration of Qatari population as derived from the results of Census 2010.
Basically these maps are part of a migration study report prepared by the Demography and Social Statistics Department of QSA being published in 2012.
For further details the report can be cited. The size and color of arrows represent the volume of movement to and from the areas as defined for this
purpose. In the background, the color shades of the areas show the relatively high or low concentration of Qatari population.

The inward and outward movement of Qatari population is seen from the areas. There has been significant inward movement to Al Rayyan, Umm Slal
and Doha areas. On the other hand outward movement from Al Shamal, Abu Nakhla and Rawadat Al Rashed, and Al Shahhniya and Dukhan can be
seen more as compared to other areas. It may also be noted that there has been movement also from Doha and Al Rayyan to outside areas including Al
Khor and Al Shamal.

The subsequent thematic maps arranged in group of themes portray some of the characteristics of Qatari population on the basis of selected indicators.
There are larger differences in the demographic structures and characteristics of Qatar if studied as a whole or separately taking into account the nation-
als and expatriate population living in the country. It is important to highlight Qatari population indicators separately as large portion of country’s popula-
tion belongs to expatriate worker groups with different population characteristics and dominate the results calculated as a whole.

The indicators of Qatari population considered here are primarily based on the Census 2010 results. Also taken into account for the comparison are the
results of the previous censuses held since 1986. A brief note about each theme is placed in respective map plate.

Population Concentration

Concentration of Qatari Population is shown in this map as per the Census 2010. The concentration of population is calculated as percentage of popula-
tion of a Zone to total Qatari population of the country. The Qatari population distribution is of highly concentrated nature as about 80 percent of total
Qatari population is inhabited in just 15-20 percent of the total area of the country. The major concentration can be seen in Al Rayyan, Doha, Umm Slal,
Al Wakra and Al Khor areas as depicted in the maps.

Population Density

The density is calculated as the ratio between the geographic area and population of the Zone and refers to the number of persons per square kilometer.
The density of population is a complementary indicator to population concentration in describing the population distribution characteristics. As seen over
the maps there is a positive relationship between density and concentration of population in majority of cases. However, there are Zones showing higher
concentration but low density of population primarily due to relatively large geographic area of the Zone. As per Census 2010 results the overall density
of Qatari population is 21 persons per square kilometer which greatly varies at Zone level from nil to more than 2500 persons in some cases.

Population Change 1986- 2010

The increase and decrease in Qatari population during the censuses of 1986 and 2010 at Zone level is shown in this map. The total Qatari population
has increased by 150 percent in past 25 years, an exponential growth rate of 3.8 during the Census years 1986 and 2010. The increase was noticed
maximum (52 percent) during 1986- 1997. It was about 25 percent during 1997- 2004 and little above 30 percent during 2004- 2010. Looking at the
spatial distribution, this growth of population has not been the same and varies from one geographic area to other. There is no significant variation in
growths of male and female population.

Age Pyramids
The information about each individual’s age collected during the census has been compiled and grouped into seventeen groups ranging from the age
group 0-4 to 80 plus by males and females. It is further grouped into six broader age groups for the purpose of mapping and brief analysis.

There are greater variations in age and sex structure of population if studied and analysed separately for Qatari and Non-Qatari population. The total popu-
lation as a whole represents the structure typical to the Gulf countries dominated with expatriate population of working groups. The local population
structure of Qatar however is of quite similar to fast developing countries of the world. The age and sex structure distribution at municipality level can be
clearly seen over the map.

Nearly half of the Qatari population belongs to the younger age groups of below 20. The population in 0-4 age group constitutes about 15 percent of the
total Qatari population whereas the populations in age groups 5-9 and 10-14 share 13 percent and 11 percent population respectively. The share of the
most active population between age 15 and 64 is about 57 percent as per the Census 2010. The elderly Qatari population in the age groups 65+ share
just 3 percent of the total population.

Broad Age Groups of Population

The Qatari population can be termed as young as the Median age calculated falls below 20. The female Median age has been higher throughout the four
Census years compared to male which indicates more aged female population than males. According to 2010 Census, nearly 40 percent of the total
Qatari population belongs to the age groups below 15. The population in 0-4 age group constitutes about 15 percent of the total Qatari population
whereas the population in age 5-9 and 10-14 shares 13 percent and 11 percent population respectively. The share of the most active population between
age 15 and 64 is about 57 percent as per the Census 2010. The share of elderly population in the age groups 65+ is just 3 percent of the total population.

Age Dependency Ratio

Dependency Ratio is a measure showing the number of dependents (aged 0-14 + aged 65 plus) to the total population in age 15 to 64. The ratio
indicates the amount of people in non-working age (0-14 and 65+) compared to the number of those in working age (15-64). A high ratio means the
increasing burden in supporting the aging population. In the present scenario, the dependency ratio in Qatari population has constantly been going down
denoting the decreasing burden on Qatari working population. On an average, there were 88 non-working people to be supported by 100 working
people in 1986 that fell down to 75 non-working people per 100 working people as per the Census 2010.

Aged-Child Ratio
This is defined as the ratio of the number of old people aged 65 and above to the number below 15.

Aged - Child Ratio = (Population aged 65+)/(Population aged 0-14 )*100
The aged-child ratio indicates whether or not a population is young or aging. As per the Census 2010 results the Aged-to-Child ratio of Qatari population
is 7.6. This means that there are almost 8 persons in the old age groups (65+) for every 100 children aged below 15. This ratio was almost seven as per

the 2004 Census.

Child - Woman Ratio
Child Woman ratio is the number of all children aged 0-4 per 100 women aged 15-49 in the population. This is calculated using the formula

Child-Woman ratio = (Population ages 0-4)/(Female population ages 15-49 )*100

The Census 2010 results reports that this ratio for Qatari population is almost 61 which mean that there are 61 children aged 0-4 per 100 women aged
15-49. In 2004, this ratio was slightly above 56.
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Movement of Qatari Population by Zone
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In & Out Movement of Qatari Population By Selected Areas
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These maps give a general picture of the agriculture related
activities performed in the country at the time of Census 2010.
The farm areas are shown based on the GIS data available from
the Ministry of Environment. The Establishment Census at the
time of Census 2010 collected farms information which are
aggregated and shown here at the census block level and zone
level separately in these two maps. Proportionate symbols are
used to represent the number of farms. Further, the farms as
registered with the Ministry of Municipality & Urban Planning are
also shown with separate symbols as described in the legend.

According to the Census 2010 there are 1016 farms as per the
census definition. Out of these a maximum of 371 belong to Al
Rayyan municipality, followed by 264 in Al Khor, 128 in Umm Slal
and 124 in Al Shamal municipality. Doha municipality has no
farms as per the census whereas Al Wakra and Al Dayyan have
75 and 54 farms respectively.

Of the total area of 650 thousand Donums under farms less than
a quarter is under cultivation. The soil deficiency, scarcity of
irrigation water and adverse climatic conditions have restricted the
development of agriculture in the country. The Government is
developing this vital sector of the economy by offering technical
assistance and material subsidies to the agricultural producers.
The northern half of the country has better conditions for farming
and therefore most of the farms are located in these areas. The
proportion of cultivated land to total farm area is also relatively
higher in these areas.
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This map shows the distribution of establishments at census

block level as surveyed at the time of 2010 Census. Proportionate
symbols for each census block are drawn according to the total
number of establishments in sectors such as Government,
Government Establishments or Company, Private . Mixed,
Diplomatic and non-government organizations. The symbols
proportionate to size and further differentiated by colors reveal the
pattern of distribution and type of establishments in the country.

As seen over the map overwhelming majority of establishments in
the country belongs to Private sector and more than 85 percent
are concentrated over Doha and Al Rayyan areas only. Notable
are the old Doha area, Industrial area Zone 57, Al Dafna and Al
Shahania areas. Other important settlements having significant
number of establishments are Al Khor, Al Wakra and Mesaieed.
Government and Mixed sector establishments are mainly
concentrated in Doha and Al Rayyan areas.

The following chart reveals the census block level concentration of
establishments in the country.
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establishments according to their status classified as Operating,
Under Preparation, Temporarily stopped, Completely Closed and
Vacant at the time of Census 2010. The background color given
to each zone represents the total number of establishments as
per the legend of the map where darker shades reflect higher
concentration of establishments and vice versa.

Of the total 41338 establishments surveyed at the time of Census
2010, a little more than 80 percent (33172) reported as
operational. About 10 percent of the establishments were found
either temporarily stopped or completely closed. Establishments
lying vacant shared about 7 percent of the total whereas 2.5
percent of the establishments were under preparation. More than
half of the establishments of the country are located in Doha
municipality alone. Al Rayyan municipality ranks second in this
reference with about 29 percent of the total establishments. Al
Wakra, Al Khor and Umm Slal have about 12 percent of the total
establishments. Other areas with significant number of
establishments are Dukhan and Mesaieed.
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establishments in the country by sectors according to the 2010
Census. The circles drawn for each zone are divided into sectors
representing the share of establishments in Government, Private,
Mixed and Diplomatic and Non-profit organizations. The
background colors of zones indicate the higher or lower
concentration of establishments at zone level as described in the
legend of the map.
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There were 33172 establishments operational in the country at
the time of 2010 Census. Out of these 30284 (91.3 %) were in the
private sector, 2206 (6.7 %) in the government sector, 289 (0.9%)
in the category of Government Establishment/Company and 220
(0.7%) in the mixed sector. The remaining 173 establishments (0.6
%) belong to the diplomatic and Non-profit organization
categories. The distribution of establishments varies greatly from
one zone to another. There are six zones (Zones 57, 56, 55, 53,
74 and Zone 80) having more than 1000 Operating
Establishments each at the time of Census 2010. In sixteen zones
their number varies between 500 and 1000. Private
establishments are in the overwhelming majority in most of the
zones. However, government establishments are significant in
Mesaieed, Dukhan, Al Khor, Umm Slal and in some zones in Al
Rayyan and Doha.
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The increase or decrease in the number of establishments in each
zone as recorded through censuses 1986, 1997, 2004 and 2010
is portrayed through this map. Proportionate bars representing
the number of establishments during these censuses are drawn
for each zone as explained in the legend of the map.

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This map portrays the general picture of industrial and commercial
development in the country. It shows the locations of main
industrial areas, market places (Souqs) and establishments
besides power generation, desalination and sewage treatment
plants. The information is primarily based on the landmark data
supplied by CGIS and the establishment survey carried out by
Qatar Statistics Authority. The establishments are distinguished by
specific symbols as described in the legend.

In Qatar, industries have been established based on its main
natural resources namely oil and gas. Although the oil sector
continues to dominate all economic activities, there have been
efforts and policies by the government towards setting up several
heavy and light industries to diversify the source of national
income and complete the industrial infrastructure. The
government has set up industrial estates supplied with all
essential facilities and utilities. Significant among them are
Mesaieed Industrial Area, Doha (Salwa) Industrial Area, recently
established New Light & Medium Scale Industrial Estates in Doha
and the Ras Laffan Industrial City besides the industrial set up in
Dukhan.

Apart from these, other small industrial areas include Umm Bab
(cement), El Karanah (sand washing), Neijah (compost fertilizer)
and Umm Al Afaai (quarries).

The index of industrial production has increased by 61 points in
2010 compared to the base year 2007. The rise has been
concentrated in iron and steel industry followed by petroleum
refining.

Most of the important market places (Sougs) are located in the
old Doha area besides important malls and super markets located
in different urban areas of the country. The government and
private commercial establishments are mainly located in Doha and
Al Rayyan. Establishments related to the manufacturing industry
dominate in the country, followed by textiles, readymade leather
and machinery equipments.

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Trade statistics are vital for Qatar as the foreign trade
plays an important role in forming the structure of the
Qatar economy. Qatar deals with more than 160
countries for its exports and imports of various items.
Qatar exports for a value three times more than it
imports from different countries; thus resulting into a
very favorable trade balance throughout.
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billion QR), Saudi Arabia ( 4.8 billion QR), France 4.5
billion QR), United Kingdom (4.1 billion QR) and India
(3.3 billion QR).
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Qatar enjoys a favorable balance of trade due to its
strong exports. This map portrays Qatar’s exports (in
Qatari Riyal) to the countries in different parts of the
world in 2009. The export is shown using the
techniques of flow line and choropleth mapping. A few
charts are also added as support information to the
theme. For the purpose of mapping, the countries are
grouped into five ranges as shown in the legend. The
countries are shaded accordingly and the flow lines
drawn representing the value of exports to countries in
different part of the world.

In the year 2009, the total value of Qatar’s exports was
about 170 billion Qatari Riyals which was about 27
billion less than the previous year mainly because of
lowering oil and gas prices and slower demand in the
market. However the export in 2010 further increased
to 273 bilion Qatari Riyals. The export has more than
doubled during 2005 -2010.

Among the top ten countries for Qatari exports in 2009,
Japan tops the list with 56.3 billion Qatari Riyals or 33
% of the total Qatari exports. This is followed by South
Korea with 25 billion Qatari Riyals (14.7%) and India
with 14.2 billion Qatari Riyals (8.3 %). In the table below
the top ten countries are ranked as per the value of
export and differentiated by colors to highlight their
changing ranks from 2000 to 2009.

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This map shows the country’s re-exports in terms of
their value in Qatari Riyals to different countries in the
year 2009. The value of re-exports at the country level
is noted and grouped into five ranges as shown in the
legend. The countries are then shaded and also
indicated using flow lines representing the re-export
value to the country of destination. This apart, the ten
highest ranking countries for Qatar's re-exports are
highlighted on a separate map through bar graphs
which show the value of re-exports to those countries.
Table and chart included support the theme
representation.

The total value of the items re-exported by the country
in the year 2009 is recorded as 4.2 billion Qatari Riyals
which has nearly doubled to 7.3 billion in 2010.

Among the ten top ranking countries for Qatar's
re-exports, the United Arab Emirates ranked first with
1.2 billion Qatari Riyals value of re-export in 2009,
followed by Saudi Arabia with 0.7 billion and India 0.5
billion of Qatari Riyal re-exports. The United Kingdom,
Germany, France, Kuwait, Singapore, Oman and
United States of America are other top countries in
order. Of the total re-export value; most significant part
belongs to the CCASG block of countries, followed by
the European Economic Community. Machinery and
transport equipments, sharing 73 percent of Qatar's
total re-exports by value in 2009 form the most
important group of items according to Standard
International Trade Classification of the U.N. Revision -
3 (SITC R-3) sections. The next important section is of
manufactured goods with, followed by the
miscellaneous manufactured materials.

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This map theme is related to tourism in the country and portrays a
very general picture of tourist potential and attraction in the
country. The map shows important landmarks, hotels, recreational
areas and places of historical and archaeological importance as
described in the legend. The information are collected from
different sources especially that made available by the Geographic
Names Project (GNP) carried out by the Centre for GIS and the
feature dataset on landmarks.

Qatar has been the focus of global admiration as a suitable venue
for international events and gathering especially in the recent
years. There has been notable development in promoting sports,
recreational and tourist interest. The country has already become
a preferred well known venue for many regional and international
events of high repute and has been experiencing increasing flow
of tourists from different parts of the world.

There are many places for entertainment and of tourist interest in
Qatar. These include Corniche parks in Doha and Al-Khor, the
Zoo, Katara Cultural Village, Islamic Museum, Islamic Park, Shouq
Wakif, Villageo-Aspire park, Al Bida park, the beautiful beaches in
Mesaieed, Al Wakra, Doha, Al Khor, Al Shamal and Dukhan and
the sand dunes and the desert with fascinating grandeur in Khor
Al Udied and Sealine Beach Resort. Other tourist attractions
include sites for Bird Watching, Dhows & Fishing, Camel races,
traditional sougs and gold sougs etc.

Qatar National Museum, located in Doha, is the most important
monument of the country. Its buildings date back to 1912 and it
was used as a residence by the rulers of Qatar. The building was
restored and turned into a museum in 1975. The state of the art
Islamic museum built recently has been a great attraction for the
tourists. Other museums in the country are located in Al Khor, Al
Zubarah and Al Wakra. Some other important tourism and
archaeological sites located in the country.
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GLOSSARY

Definitions Used in the Questionnaire of Household and Housing Conditions (4 PC)

1. Household:

For census purposes, the household is defined as a person or group of persons, whether relatives or not, sharing together the residence, food
and other living aspects. Everyone usually residing in the housing unit of the household under enumeration (inclusive of the servants) is considered
a household member.

For census purposes, the following categories are included among household members:

® The person who spent the enumeration night (moment zero: April 20-21, 2010) with the household in the housing unit. This person is referred
to as “Present”.

® The household member who did not spend the enumeration night with the household for one of the following reasons and he is referred to as
“Temporarily Absent”:

1. The person on shift in his work e.g. a physician in a hospital.

2. The person on permanent night shifts e.g. night watchman.

3. The person on fishing trips in the territorial waters.

4. Armed forces personnel stationed within the political boundaries of the State.

5. The non-Qatari who is absent for any other reason from the housing units for a period not exceeding two months preceding the enumeration
night.

e A visitor: The person who happened to be present at the housing unit on the census night. No data should be taken about this person if he/
she has a usual place of residence inside Qatar and not being absent for a period exceeding two months from that place as his/her data will be
taken with his/her household. But, if he/she has not got a place of usual residence inside Qatar, then information about him/her should be taken
together with the household in that housing unit being enumerated.

e Data on the Qatari household member residing outside the country for any time period and for any reason (study, medical treatment, tourism,
training, etc) shall be completed among his/her household members and to be referred to as “Outside the country”.

2. Small Clusters (Gatherings):

A group of persons of the same gender (males of females) usually staying in the housing unit. They live as a group (collectively) but there is no
family relation between them. Their number ranges between 2 and 6 persons.

As for a one person household, the description of “cluster or gathering” shall not be applied to him. The description “household” shall be applied
to him.

3. Big Clusters (Gatherings):

A group of persons of the same gender usually staying in housing units. They live as a group (collectively) but there is no family relation between
them and they do not form a household. They are seven or more persons who usually belong to one organization (company, establishment,
etc).

4. Head of the Household:

One of the adult members considered by he household as its head regardless the relation, age or income, preferably not less than 15 years old.
The household head is usually responsible for steering the expenditure policy and managing the living for the household. However, in labor clus-
ters, there is no household head as the definition of household is not applicable on such clusters.

5. Relation to the Household Head:
It is the relation or relationship between each household member and the household head e.g. wife, husband, son, daughter, father, mother,
brother, sister, other relative, daughter in-law, son in-law, grand son, grand daughter, no relation, domestic workers and servants.

6. Residence Status:
It is one of the following cases:

1 - Present:
The household member usually staying in the housing unit being enumerated and in which he/she spent the enumeration night (zero mo-
ment on April 20-21, 2010).

2 - Temporarily Absent:

The household member usually staying in the housing unit being enumerated but he/she did not spend the enumeration night in it for any
reason such as: working permanently or temporarily on night shifts, working on fishing trips in the territorial waters, working among the
armed forces personnel stationed within the boundaries of the State, any other reason or being Non-Qatari person who is absent for a
period not exceeding two months preceding the enumeration night.

3 - Visitor:

The person who is not a member of the household but happened to be present in the housing unit being enumerated and spent the census
night there temporarily for a period not exceeding two months preceding the enumeration night. Included also is the non-Qatari who has
not got a place of usual residence inside Qatar.

4 - Residents Abroad:
The household member who usually resides in the housing unit being enumerated but presently outside the country for any reason (study,
work, medical treatment or else).

7. Persons with Difficulties (Disabilities):

The person with difficulty or disability is the one who faces difficulties in performing certain tasks or participating in the performance of basic mo-
tion and sensing activities such as walking, hearing, seeing even if such deficiency was improved with an aid or assistance.
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Such person may still be suffering hindrances in performing activities and participating more than other persons. However, the short-term dif-
ficulties (less than six months) resulting from emergency case e.g. broken arm or sickness should not be recorded among the difficulties being
investigated.

Excluded from the condition of period are the births of less than six months as the baby might be borne with birth defect or disability.
Cases involving such difficulties:

1 - Seeing even with wearing eye-glasses:

Seeing here means recognizing a person at a distance of seven meters or at the traffic signals while driving. This question should be asked
to all household members, whether or not the person was wearing eye-glasses. Then, the enumerator should ask the person about the
degree of difficulty he faces.

2 - Hearing even if using a hearing aid:

Hearing difficulty: the cases that persons face while hearing and that contribute in limiting their ability to hear others during their daily per-
formance, like hearing difficulty in noisy public place, or inability to hear with one or both ears a person directly talking in normal tone to
the person with hearing difficulty. Hearing is the case when a person uses his ears and abilities to know what is said around him/her and
to hear any sound and activities including dangerous ones.

3 - Speech Difficulty:
The difficulty in talking and conveying the information to others or expressing an actual reality.

4 - Motion and Movement:

Difficulty in moving and climbing staircases: the difficulties that face the person when moving and wandering on foot and they may or may
not limit his/her performance of daily activities. For instance, the person may find difficulty in walking for a short distance, a problem in
climbing/descending the staircases and steps or rough roads/rugged areas, cannot walk for a distance without a rest or stop, cannot walk
without a stick or cane, cannot stand up on feet for more than one minute and needs a wheel chair to move from one place to another or
cannot bend easily during prayer.

5 - Remembering and Concentrating:

This difficulty includes the cases faced by a person in remembering, concentrating, understanding the words, reading a written text or
identifying people. It also includes the persons who find difficulty in understanding and awareness to perform the daily activities such as
finding the house, concentrating in what the person is doing or being not aware of what is going on around them.

6 - Self Care:
Extreme difficulty in proceeding easily with life activities e.g. having food and drinks, bathing, wearing clothes, using the toilet, etc.

7 - Understanding and Communicating with Others:
Extreme difficulty in the behavioral and psychological aspects e.g. showing respect to others, establishing social relations such as friend-
ships and natural relationships with his/her family as well as the extreme difficulty in ability to learn.

8 - Others:
Any difficulty other than the aforesaid ones.

9 - No Difficulty:
The persons who do not suffer from any of the above-mentioned difficulties.
If any member of the household has a difficulty then the degree of difficulty, must be completed.

8. «Schooling (school enrolment): “To be completed for Qatari persons 3-29 years old”
It is the enrolment of a person in a governmental or private educational institution with the intent to get a scientific qualification at any edu-
cational stage or level. Included also are all affiliation system students in universities, institutes, colleges and other types of remote educa-
tion. Excluded are the short-term training courses of less than one full academic year managed by some governmental bodies or private
companies. The schooling (school enrolment) includes one of the following two cases:

1 - Currently Enrolled:

The person is currently enrolled for study at an educational institution, whether governmental or private, at any accredited educational
stage and registered in it and attending regularly the classes regardless the time of study (day or evening), as well as the students on af-
filiated system for any study.

2 - Not Currently Enrolled:

The person who is not currently enrolled for study at an educational institution, whether governmental or private, or the person who com-
pleted his study at certain educational stage but is not enrolled in any other studies at any educational level, whether regular, affiliated or
remote education system. The person may have never been enrolled in any educational level and he/she is 3 years old or more such as
the “dropout”.

9. Marital Status:
It is the civic or social status of the person who is 15 years old or more at the point of time reference i.e. night of April 20-21, 2010, as follows:

1 - Never married before:

The person who has never got married at the time reference date.

2 - Married:

The person who is committed to a marriage contract, whether the contract is coupled with consummation or not, at the time reference
date.
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3 - Divorced:
The person who got married and the marriage ended up with divorce but he/she is not committed to any marriage contract at the time of
the reference date.

4 - Widowed:
The person whose marriage ended with the death of the spouse and he/she is not committed to any marriage contract at the time of the
reference date.

10. Number of Wives According to Sharia Law:
The number of wives married to the man upon legally valid marriage contracts at the time of the reference date, regardless of their place of resi-
dence.

11. Relation with Labor Force:

The population is divided into two segments according to their relation with productive activity:
a - In manpower (for persons of 15 years old or more).
b - Not in manpower.

Moreover, the persons in manpower are divided into two divisions:
1 - In labor force:
a - Employed.
b - Unemployed.
2 - Outside labor force:

The persons capable, in terms of body and mind, to perform the economic activity but they do not practice it for reasons that keep them away
from it, as follows:

a - Full time students.

b - Full time housewives.

¢ - Unemployed and not looking for work.

As for persons not in manpower, they include:
1 - Children below the specified age of labor force (less than 15 years old).
2 - Old aged persons not engaged in productive work (65 years or more).
3 - Disabled and invalids who are severely handicapped and cannot perform the economic activity.

Definition of each case:

1 - Employed:

The person (15 years or older) engaged in work or who works for profit, whether for his own account, for wages or for a family without be-
ing paid, during the week ending on 20/04/2010 provided that working hours should not be less than one hour during that week, and the
sick, regular or other temporary leave should not be counted in the absence days.

2 - Unemployed but worked before (old unemployed):
The person (15 years or older) who is capable, prepared and searching for work, but not finding a job during the week ending on
20/04/2010, and he had worked in Qatar before.

3 - Unemployed and never worked before (new unemployed):
The person (15 years or older) who is capable, prepared and searching for work, but not finding a job during the week ending on
20/04/2010, and he had never worked in Qatar before.

4 - Trainee getting a salary:
The person (15 years or older) who joins any of the training institutes, whether morning or evening study, and gets a salary during the train-
ing period.

5 - Full-time student:
The person (15 years or older) enrolled in any educational institution as a full-time student with purpose of attaining an academic degree,
irrespective of whether the schooling hours are in the morning or evening. Any trainee enrolled in vocational training institutes is regarded
as a full-time student.

6 - Full-time housewife:
The female (15 years or older) who is fully engaged in home management and family care, and does not practice any other work.

7 - Retired:
The person who is not working, does not look for work during the week ending on 20/04/2010 and gets a fixed pension for work he had joined
before.

8 - Incapable of work:
The person (15 years or older) who is not capable of work due to illness, handicap or old age.

9 - Not searching for work:

The person (15 years or older) who is capable of work but not working or searching for work and he is not enrolled in any of the educational in-
stitutes. Such person is called “economically self-sufficient”.

10 - Others:

Any cases encountered by the enumerator other than the above mentioned e.g. inmates of jails, health resorts, hospitals not engaged with work
....... etc).
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12. Primary Work Status:
It means one of the following cases, for the persons either employed or unemployed who had worked before.

1 - Employer (business owner):
The person who works for his own account and at the same time employs others, either paid or not paid.

2 - Own account worker:
The person who works for his own account without employing others or getting help from any of the family members.

3 - Paid worker:

The person who works for others (either individual, company, governmental body, department or establishment) and is paid in cash or in
kind.

4 - Works for family without salary:

The person who works for the family in a productive economic activity aiming at profit and is not paid for that (neither in cash nor in kind).

5 - Works for others without salary:
The person who works for others in a productive or service economic activity and is not paid for that (neither in cash nor in kind) such as
the postgraduate who works under training and the unpaid persons working at social and voluntary services.

13. Primary Occupation:

It means the type of work practiced by a person (15 years or older), irrespective of the economic activity of the establishment employing him/her or
his/her work status, during the week ending on 20/4/2010. As for the unemployed who worked before, his occupation would be the last practiced
work before his unemployment. The newly unemployed who never worked before does not have an occupation because he did not practice any
work to be qualified for any specific occupation. The primary occupation should be written in detail such as (teacher of Arabic language in primary
school, internal medicine physician, door and window carpenter, etc).

14. Economic Activity:

Meaning the type of work practiced by the establishment in which the person is working, irrespective of the person’s occupation or work status.
If the person is working for more than one establishment, the activity of the establishment, which he discloses shall be recorded. Moreover, if the
establishment is engaged in more than one economic activity, then the respondent determines its primary economic activity (e.g. manufacture of
wooden furniture, food stuff retail trade, etc).

The primary economic activity of workers not belonging to establishment, such as a street vendor or taxi driver and others, is determined by the
kind or work practiced during the week, e.qg. fishing, transportation of passengers for fare, etc).

As for the unemployed who worked before, his economic activity is that of the last establishment or last work in which he was engaged before
his unemployment. No data about the economic activity shall be recorded for an unemployed person who never worked before.

15. The sector:
Meaning the sector to which the establishment belong, in terms of ownership, legal organization of the project, as follows:

1 - Governmental Department:

Government bodies engaged in administrative or service activities, such as ministries, public schools, public health centers and hospitals,
etc.

2 - Public / governmental establishment:

This includes the establishments engaged in productive activities whose capital is entirely owned by government, such as Qatar Petroleum,
Central Bank of Qatar, etc.

3 - Mixed:
This sector includes establishments in which government shares capital with another party, whether national (such as Qatar National Bank)
or foreign (Qatar Gas Company).

4 - Private:
This includes establishments owned by individuals or a group of individuals either Qatari nationals or non-Qatari’s and whether natural or
conventional persons.

5 - Diplomatic/International/Regional:
This includes establishments engaged in diplomatic or consulate activities on behalf of other countries or those belonging to regional or
international organizations.

6 - Non-Profit Establishments:
The establishments that do not aim at profit such as the charity associations.

7 - Household sector:

Including all those working for families at home, for a salary, either males or females, such as domestic servants, cooks, drivers and gar-
deners.
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
