Introduction

Official statistics are increasingly being recognized as a strategic tool for
development, and are being widely used by all types of users, in particular,
by policy- decision makers for monitoring purposes as well as for
evidence-based decisions. In order to respond to the growing demand for
data on national accounts, foreign trade and prices, the Economic
Statistics Department (ESD) has, as from October 2012, started the
publication of a new report entitled “ Window on Economic Statistics of
Qatar”. This report will be published on a quarterly basis, with a lag of four
months following the reference quarter.

The main objective of this quarterly publication is to collate in one
document all the latest statistics relating to key economic variables, and
with the help of graphs and charts, to inform all of the most recent
development taking place at the total economy level and at the sectorial
level. Data are presented in a clear and user- friendly way to enable better
interpretation and better understanding.

There is a range of economic indicators that can be used to follow
progress of the economy as per evolution and growth. Some of the
indicators that are most closely watched and used in that context are:

GDP growth rate in volume terms.
Price trends as measured by the CPI.
Current account balance as % of GDP.
Government fiscal balance.

1.Implementation of ISIC, Rev 4.
In January 2015, MDPS shifted to the latest classification of economic
activities namely the International Standard Industrial Classification (ISIC Rev.
4). A new series of annual and quarterly GDP by economic activity was
thereafter prepared annually and quarterly starting from 2011. The new series
is available in a separate report on MDPS website. Per this new classification,
GDP by activity is presented for 18 industry groups instead of 11.

2.0ver all GDP, Q2 2017

The quarterly GDP at current prices in the second quarter of 2017 is estimated
at QR 146.26 billion. This represents an increase of 8.5% compared to the
estimate of the second quarter of 2016 placed at QR 134.81 billion. When
compared to previous quarter (first quarter of 2017) revised estimate of QR
151.00 billion, a decrees of 3.1% is noticed.

The quarterly GDP at constant 2013 prices in the second quarter of 2017 is
estimated at QR 198.60 billion, which shows a growth of 0.6% compared to
the second quarter of 2016 (QR 197.47 billion). However, compared to the first
quarter of 2017 revised estimate of QR 197.61 billion the growth is 0.5%.

It is to be noted that the year-on-year growth rate of GDP at constant 2013
prices for the first quarter 2017 has been revised and placed at 2.4%.

Mining and Quarrying (including Oil and Gas)

The nominal gross value added (GVA) estimate of Mining and quarrying
activities in the second quarter of 2017 is estimated at QR 46.58 billion,
showing an increase of 15.6% over the estimate of the second quarter of
2016, placed at QR 40.29 billion. Compared to the first quarter of 2017 revised
estimate, a decrease of 6.8% is observed.

The real GVA of these activities in the second quarter of 2017 (QR 96.85
billion) shows a decrease of 2.7% over the estimate of the second quarter of
2016 (QR 99.51 billion). However, compared to the first quarter of 2017
revised estimate, an increase of 1.0% in the real GVA of this sector is noticed.
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Non-Mining and Quarrying
The nominal GVA estimate of these activities in the second quarter of 2017 is
placed at QR 99.68 billion, which shows an increase of 5.5% over the estimate
of the same period in 2016 (QR 94.53 billion). Compared to the first quarter of
2017 revised estimate, a decrease of 1.3% is recorded.

The real GVA of these sectors in the second quarter of 2017 (QR 101.75
billion) shows a growth of 3.9% over the corresponding quarter in 2016 (QR
97.96 billion). However, compared to the first quarter 2017 revised estimate
the Non-mining and quarrying activities remained virtually unchanged.

The Y-on-Y growth in the second quarter of 2017 is mainly due to the
increases seen in construction, accommodation and food services, human
health and social work activities

Quarterly CPI, Q2 2017 ( 2013=100)

The Consumer Price Index (CPI) is a measure that examines the change in the
weighted average of prices of a basket of consumer goods and services such as
food, clothing, rental, transportation, etc. The CPI is produced on a monthly
basis. The quarterly index is obtained as a simple average of the monthly CPI.

It is worth mentioning that the base year of the CPI was changed from 2007 to
2013 as from January 2015.

The quarterly CPI for the 2™. Quarter of 2017, shows a decrease of 0.2% when
compared to the previous quarter, and a 0.6% increase when compared to the
corresponding quarter of 2016.

The observed 0.2% decrease in comparison with the previous quarter is the net
effect of falls in some groups and rises in others. The groups showing decreases
include: " Housing, Water, Electricity & Gas " by 1.8%, followed by “Recreation
and Culture " by 1.1%, “Restaurant and Hotel” by 0.9%," Clothing and Footwear
" by 0.2%, " Communication " by 0.1. An increase was recorded in “Transport”
and "Health" by 1.9%, followed by "Miscellaneous Goods and Services" with
1.0%”, “Food and Beverages” by 0.7. There was no change in the groups of
“Tobacco”, “ Furnishings and Household Equipment”, “Education”.

The 0.6% y-0-y increase in the CPI is the net effect of increases in some
groups and drops in other groups. The group that recorded the highest increase
was “Transport”, where prices were up by 8.4%. The group, with the highest
drop was “Communication", where prices dropped by 0.1 %

Quarterly PPI, Q2 2017 (2013=100)

PPIs can be described as indices designed to measure either the average
change in the price of goods as they leave the place of production or as they
enter the production process. As from 2013, the PPI is produced on a
monthly basis. The PPl was rebased from 2006 to 2013 in April 2015. The
new weights of each industry group are as follows: Mining 72.7%,
Manufacturing 26.8%, Electricity and Water 0.5%.

The PPI for Q2 2017 showed a decrease of 4.3%, when compared with the
previous quarter (Q1,2017), and an increase of 19.2% when compared with
the corresponding quarter of 2016.

The decrease of 4.3% in the PPl of Q2 2017 compared to Q1 2017 is
mainly attributable to a fall in the prices of “Rubber and plastics products”
by 5.6%, “Crude oil, and natural gas” by 5.4%, “Refined petroleum products”
by 4.6%, “Basic chemicals” prices by 1.2%, and while there was an increase
in “Basic metals” by 3.7%, “Juices” by 2.8%, “Pulp, paper and paper
products” by 1.0%, and “Other chemical products, man-made fibers” by
0.4%.

The 19.2% y-o-y increase, is the net effect of increases in some groups and
declines in others. The groups that recorded the highest increase were
“Crude oil, and natural gas” by 22.6%, “Refined petroleum products” by
20.6%, “Juices” by 13.5%, “Other chemical products, man-made fibers” by
11.9% “Basic metals” by 10.0%, “Basic chemicals” by 3.9%, and “Rubber
and plastics products” by 1.6%.

Decreases were recorded in “Cement and other non-metallic products” by
3.4% “Pulp, paper and paper products” by 2.9%, and.

“Electricity and Water” went UP by 4.5% compared to previous quarter
(Q1,2017), and also by 2.4% when compared to the corresponding quarter
of 2016.
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Foreign Merchandise Trade - Q2 2017

Data on foreign merchandise trade are compiled following the international
recommendations. For imports, the main source is the General Authority of
Customs. Imports and re-exports therefore include only goods that have been
cleared through Customs. For exports, the direct survey of exporting
companies is the main source. Imports are valued at cost, insurance, and
freight (c.i.f.) and exports at free on board (f.o.b.). All goods are classified
according to the Unified Customs Tariff Code for the GCC countries (GCC
Tariff), which is an adapted version of the international Harmonized System
(HS). For analysis and international comparison purposes, imports and
exports are classified according to the Standard International Trade
Classification (S.I.T.C) which takes account of the nature of the products.

Balance of Foreign Merchandise Trade, Q2 2017

Foreign merchandise trade balance, which represents the difference between
total exports and total imports, showed a surplus of QR 33.2 billion during Q2
2017. i.e. an increase of QR 13.2 billion or 65.7% compared to the
corresponding quarter of 2016 (Table 13).

Total Exports, Q2 2017

Total exports (exports of domestic origin and re-exports) amounted to QR 57.4
billion in Q2 2017, representing an increase of QR 7.9 billion or 16.0%
compared to Q2 2016. The y-o-y increase in total exports was mainly due to
the higher value of exports of “Petroleum gases and other gaseous
hydrocarbons’ , reaching QR 35.5 billion i.e. a rise of 23.3%.“ Petroleum oils
and oils from bituminous minerals etc. (crude) reaching QR 8.5 billion
(increase of 0.3%) and “Petroleum oils and oils from bituminous minerals etc.
(not crude)” reaching QR 3.3 billion (a rise of 31.1%). For more information on
y-0-y changes see table 15.

Japan, South Korea and India were the top three countries of destination of
Qatar’s exports (Table 17).
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On the other hand, decreases were noticed in "Chemicals and related
products, n.e.c.” reaching QR 5.2 a decrease of 4.6% billion,” Miscellaneous
manufactured articles” reaching QR 0.2 billion a decrease of 28.7%, and
“Mineral fuels, lubricants and related materials” reaching QR 1.0 million, a
decrease of 50% compared with the corresponding quarter of 2016 (Table 14)

Total Imports, Q2 2017

Imports of merchandise, (as received from General Authority of Customs)
amounted to QR 24.3 billion in Q2 2017, showing a decrease of QR 5.2
billion i.e. 17.7% compared to Q2 2016. The y-o-y decrease was mainly driven
by "Machinery and transport equipment” reaching QR 9.3 billion, a decrease
of 26.1%, “Manufactured goods classified chiefly by material”, reaching QR
3.5 billion, decrease of 24.3%, and “Chemicals and related products, n.e.c.”
reaching QR 2.0 billion, a decrease of 19.1%.

On the other hand, increases were noticed in " Mineral fuels, lubricants and
related materials“ reaching QR 0.8 billion, an increase of 140.7%, and “Animal
and vegetable oils, fats and waxes” reaching QR 0.1 billion an increase of
1.0% compared with the corresponding quarter of 2016, (Table 16) .

United States of America, China and United Arab Emirates were the top three
countries of origin of Qatar’s imports (Table18).

Procedures of Data Cleansing and Dissemination

Introduction

International trade plays an important role in developing the economy and
increasing the well-being of society. Therefore, all countries seek to boost the
volume of trade and increase their market share. This requires redoubling their
efforts to reach such goals. The State of Qatar is one of those countries that
seek to increase its imports of foreign trade through concluding international
agreements with trade partners and facilitating the entry of goods through
state's ports. Efforts have also focused on the use of information technology
and the development of infrastructure through the establishment of ports and
facilities that serve this ambition.

This article touches upon the methods used to verify the information issued by
the Section of Foreign Trade at the Ministry of Development Planning and
Statistics, as well as the methods of its dissemination. It also reviews the
standard units of quantity, clarifies the role of the system used in the detection
of illogical data and reviews some documents used to verify the data provided
by the customs agent at the General Authority of Customs to release foreign
trade statistics.

Units of Quantity and their Uses:

1.Kilogram:
It is used to measure goods sold by weight such as fruits, vegetables, meat
of all kinds and some spare parts, etc. The customs agent provides net
weight in kilograms for all types of goods without exception, noting that the
computer system does not accept to register any record unless it includes
the net weight.

2.Gram:
It is used to measure precious commodities that are light in weight and high
in price such as gold, jewelry, precious stones and other commodities.
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3.Metric Ton:
It is used to measure goods with large blocks where these commodities are
heavy in weight and low in price, such as bulk cement, metal scraps and
stones.

4.Number:
It is used to measure piece goods, such as clothes, electronic devices,
equipment, and cars; etc.

5.Liter:
It is a measurement of capacity used for goods in the form of liquids, such
as drinking water, juices and beverages of all kinds, in addition to some
chemical and oil products, and other commodities.

6.Meter:
It is used to measure goods sold by length such as cables, wires and some
electrical conductors.

7.Square Meter
It is used to measure goods sold by area ; i.e. length by width such as
fabrics, carpets and others.

8.Cubic Meter
It is used to measure the size of some goods such as wood, wood sheets
and others, which are accounted for by multiplying the length by width by
height.

Recording Foreign Trade Statistics

Imports are recorded at CIF value (Cost, Insurance and Freight), while Exports
are recorded at FOB value (Free On Board).

Data on values (exports and imports) is given in Qatari Riyals. The data on
exports recorded in foreign currencies are also translated into Qatari Riyals
using the official foreign exchange rate of QR 3.64 = $1 USD, which has not
changed since 2004.
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Sources of Foreign Trade Data

Foreign trade data are derived from two different sources. These data are
obtained monthly, as follows:

1.Import and Re-export Data
The General Authority of Customs is the main source of import and re-export
data. The customs declaration form is the only source of such data. The
General Authority of Customs provides export, import and re-export data to
the Ministry of Development Planning and Statistics through the Al-Nadeeb
system.

2.Export Data
Starting from 2012, exports data are received every month directly from
exporting companies These data cover more than 95% of the Qatar's total
exports, including data on crude oil, refined petroleum products,
petrochemicals, chemical fertilizers, iron, aluminum, natural gas and other
major products

Foreign Trade Data Processing Mechanism

Data Entry:

e The data received through Al-Nadeeb system are entered into temporary
files for check and review, and then transferred to permanent data on Oracle
system.

o Data from exporting companies are verified by Foreign Trade Section staff,
and then forwarded to the IT Department for transfer to Oracle system (SIS).

Data Cleansing

¢ Initial review of data on the temporary files; namely: verification of the
commodity code, country of origin or source, value of goods and weight.

e Making sure that the unit value (price) of a particular commodity is
consistent with previous years / months.
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o Transferring the correct data from the temporary files to the permanent files
in order to prepare the tables and then perform necessary analysis.

o Communicating with data sources, either to validate or modify data.

e Often, there is inconsistent information about quantity, value, and
destination.

Reviewing Tables Before Dissemination:

Tables on imports and exports are reviewed by country of origin / source and
type of commodity. Then, comparison tables are prepared using the time
series formula to ensure the quality and consistency of data series.

Dissemination of Foreign Merchandise Trade Data

Confidentiality

Law No. (2) of 2011 on Official Statistics guarantees the confidentiality of
data and information provided by data providers and its use for statistical
purposes only.

o Article (7): "All data related to the names and identities of establishments
and individuals shall be confidential and shall not be disclosed to other than
those authorized to review such data unless by written approval of the
concerned person, nor shall such data be used for non-statistical purposes".

o Article (9): "The Authority shall not publish any data regarding the source of
information and shall undertake the necessary procedures and measures to
prevent direct and indirect disclosure of the information source".

Statistical Presentation

Export and import values are published in Qatari Riyal, and weights in Kilogram in
various releases. Detailed data include number of units, country of origin or last
known destination, and port of loading or unloading, as well as different classification
codes: HS, SITC, BEC. Press releases include analysis of relative variation.
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Dissemination Media and Format

Foreign merchandise trade statistics are disseminated via three channels :

1.

Foreign Trade Electronic Inquiry System

Monthly data on domestic imports and exports and re-exports are published
as follows: for imports, they are published at eight-digit level of the
Harmonized System (HS), and exports at four-digit level of the Harmonized
System in accordance to the tariff system of the GCC countries. This
database contains details on the value, weight, number of units, port,
country of destination / origin and other classifications such as: (SITC, BEC).

2.Quarterly and Annual Tables of Merchandise Trade

Quarterly and annual data on imports, domestic exports and re-exports are
published at four-digit level for exports and re-exports, and at the eight-digit
level for imports in accordance with the GCC tariff system. These tables
include details on value, weight, units and country of origin / destination.

3.Press Releases

Monthly data of imports, exports and re-export are published by partner
country, and by main commodities group (at four-digit level according to the
GCC tariff system) through press releases within six weeks after the end of
the reference month.
